Mr. Greenberg said that this taking is similar to prior takings of six-room single family residences, taken by Transportation for the widening of Chase Avenue in Waterbury, DOT Project #151-297.

The subject property is a 1,080 sq .ft. Cape-style ingle family residence on a 6,600 sq. ft. site.  In the appraisal analysis, the DOT staff appraisers Kenneth Goldberg and Anthony DeLucco relied on recent sales of six room single family houses located within .5 miles of the subject.  The three sales used in this appraisal were foreclosed properties purchased from banks, renovated, and resold.  Typical financing is FHA/CHFA, with the sellers giving incentives to the buyers.  The neighborhood is described as stable, with the highest and best use of these properties being their present use.  In the Sales Comparison Approach, adjustments were made to reflect the location on busy Chase Avenue, lot size, condition, number of bathrooms, gross living area, porches and garages.
Mr. Greenberg recommended the item’s approval.
