Ms. Goodhouse recommended that the Board approve the Department of Transportation’s (DOT) proposal to grant four full and perpetual easements over 5,915 sq. ft. of vacant residential land to United Illuminating Company.  She said that the DOT parcel affected is a portion of 3.05 acres of land acquired in 1970 for the construction of Route 8.  The subject easement areas are for grading, landscaping and pole lines.  Ms. Goodhouse stated that an appraisal was prepared by DOT staff.  The appraised value of the release is $24,000, rounded.

Mr. Cramer reported that in August 2005, the Board approved Downes Construction Company as Construction Administrator (CA) during the construction phase, for a total fee of $2,232,971 and duration of 1,095 calendar days (PRB File #05-187).  He said that Downes received written authorization to commence construction administration services on January 23, 2006 in order to assess the project’s phasing schedule and if necessary, recommend changes to preclude any adverse impact on the school’s operations schedule.
Mr. Cramer said that in July 2006, the Board approved a First Amendment to Downes CA contract to
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provide MEP Commissioning Services at a cost of $121,485.  BVH Integrated Services was selected as the MEP sub-consultant (PRB File #06-185).  In February 2007, Commission Letter #1 increased the CA’s fee by $85,000 so that the CA could provide additional on-site personnel to monitor the project due to the unanticipated complexity of the project (PRB File #07-32).
Mr. Cramer stated that the subject Second Amendment to Contract, for a fee not-to-exceed $121,200, is to compensate Downes for continued CA services through August 28, 2009.

After review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of the Second Amendment.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to go out of Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Executive Session.  The motion passed unanimously.
