The State Properties Review Board held its regularly scheduled meeting on May 8, 2008 in the State Office Building.

Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.
OPEN SESSION  

ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF APRIL 28, 2008.  Ms. Musumeci moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to accept the minutes of April 28, 2008.  The motion passed unanimously.
COMMUNICATIONS
Reimbursement of Expenses.  Ms. Musumeci moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to approve reimbursement of meeting and mileage fees to Messrs. Greenberg, Millstein, Josephy and Pepe for their inspection of property in Newtown on May 6, 2008 (PRB Files #08-106 & #08-131).  The motion passed unanimously.
House Bill No. 5891 (File No. 499) - An Act Concerning The Conveyance Of Certain Parcels Of State Land.  Mr. Babiarz reported that on May 7, 2008, the General Assembly passed House Amendment Schedule A, Amendment LCO No. 6270.  He read Section 22 of the Amendment, which states:
Sec. 22. Section 5 of special act 07-11 is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 

(a) Notwithstanding any provision of the general statutes, the Commissioner of Agriculture shall convey to the trustee of the Geckle Conservation Foundation a parcel of land located in the town of Newtown, at a cost equal to the administrative costs of making such conveyance, which shall include any costs associated with a survey of the property. Said parcel of land has an area of less than one acre and is identified as a portion of the Fairfield Hills Hospital Property located along the easterly side of 
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Queen Street consisting of approximately one hundred fifty feet by two hundred fifty feet and containing a barn. The state shall retain a right-of-way for any and all purposes across said parcel for access to Queen Street which right-of-way is identified as "Right-of-Way H" on a map entitled "Property Survey, prepared for, The Geckle Conservation Foundation, Queen Street Newtown, Connecticut, Scale 1" = 40', May 4, 2007, Paul A. Brautigam, Surveyor. "The conveyance shall be subject to the approval of the State Properties Review Board. 

(b) The Geckle Conservation Foundation shall use said parcel of land for agricultural purposes or keep said parcel continually available for such purpose. If the Geckle Conservation Foundation: 

(1) Does not repair and maintain the existing barn on said parcel;
(2) Does not use said parcel for said purposes; 

[(2)] (3) Does not retain ownership of all of said parcel; or

[(3)] (4) Leases all or any portion of said parcel for purposes other than agricultural,

the parcel shall revert to the state of Connecticut. 

(c) The State Properties Review Board shall complete its review of the conveyance of said parcel of land not later than thirty days after it receives a proposed agreement from the Department of Agriculture. The land shall remain under the care and control of said department until a conveyance is made in accordance with the provisions of this section. The State Treasurer shall execute and deliver any deed or instrument necessary for a conveyance under this section, which deed or instrument shall include provisions to carry out the purposes of subsection (b) of this section. The Commissioner of Agriculture shall have the sole responsibility for all other incidents of such conveyance. 
Report of Property Acquisitions.  Mr. Babiarz reported that the Board has been provided with a copy of a memorandum from Richard C. Allen, Rights-of-Way Administrator, dated May 1, 2008, which provides a list of land payment vouchers, not in excess of $5,000.00, processed during the month of April 2008 (See Attachment A). 

Set-Aside Goals for Small and Minority Business Enterprises.  Mr. Babiarz advised the Board that he sent a letter to V. Jean Michael, Director of Fiscal and Administrative Services, Department of Administrative Services (DAS), with a copy to the Commission on Human Rights and Opportunities, regarding the Board’s set-aside goals for Small Business Enterprise (SBE) and Minority Business Enterprise (MBE) programs for Fiscal Year 2007-2008.  
Mr. Babiarz said that DAS sent him a letter indicating that the Board did not achieve 50% of its SBE and MBE goals as of December 31, 2007.  He said that a total of $3,054 was set aside for SBE purchases and $764 was set aside for MBE purchases.  
Mr. Babiarz stated that these goals are premised upon an unsupportable estimate that the total amount available from the Board’s annual budget of $506,222 for the SBE/MBE program is $12,217 and 
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therefore, the combined set aside objective for the Small/Minority Business Programs is $3,054 and for Minority Business Enterprises only, an amount of $764 on the basis of statutory 25% set-asides.  He said that a perusal of the Board’s authorized appropriation for the Fiscal Year ending 2008 will disclose that the only discretionary expenses for the current fiscal year total $3,044.  Given this amount, the Board’s combined set aside objective for Small/Minority Business Programs and Minority Business Enterprises only, should be adjusted downward to annual amounts of $761 and $190, respectively.
Based upon the above, Mr. Babiarz said that he has requested that the Department of Administrative Services reevaluate the Board’s SBE/MBE performance for the period ending December 31, 2007.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that at the request of the Town of Southington, the Department of Transportation (DOT) is releasing 33,510+/- sq. ft. of conforming, vacant land, so that Hart Street can be relocated and reconstructed so that it is opposite the Interstate 84 Eastbound Off-Ramp.  She said that the relocation will require a break of 57.43 in the existing non-access highway line.  The present access for Hart Street will become part of the revised non-access highway line.  The relocation is required by the State Traffic Commission as part of its approval for an application from the developers of the Duksa Center.  Ms. Goodhouse said that under Section 13b-27, the change in the relocated non-access line requires the approval of the Office of Policy and Management and the Governor, whose approvals were received on February 4, 2008.  She said that the release parcel is irregular in shape, residentially zoned, encumbered by the existing Hart Street, and was acquired in 1960 as part of .84 acres purchased for $3,000.
Ms. Goodhouse noted that there is no monetary consideration for this transaction.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that at the request of Watercreek LLC, and to comply with requirements of the State Traffic Commission (STC), the Department of Transportation (DOT) is releasing a defined sight line easement of 451 sq. ft. on the west side of Route 69, Wolcott.  She said that DOT acquired the easement in 2006 from R.C. Properties, LLC to satisfy the same application to the STC.  The STC had intended for Watercreek LLC to acquire the sight line easement.  Therefore, DOT is releasing the sight line easement to R.C. Properties, LLC so that it can then be conveyed to Watercreek LLC.  The proposed Watercreek Estates is a 63-unit adult residential community located on 23 acres in Wolcott, about 1,700 feet north of the Waterbury City Line.
