Ms. Goodhouse recommended approval of payment of $5,500.00, which the Department of Transportation (DOT) presented in their proposal as just compensation for taking two easements at 103 and 104 Taylor Avenue, Norwalk.  The unit value of $50.00 per sq. ft. for commercial land in this Norwalk zone was the basis for acquiring two slope easements valued at $2,000. The Grantor provided an estimate of  $6,466  for  replacing  the disturbed landscaping (which included 21 junipers, 7 yews,  2 white dogwood, 2 azaleas, 1 rhododendron, and 10 cubic yards of bark mulch), and requested a total of $8,466 in compensation.  Through negotiations, DOT reached an agreement to compensate the Grantor in the amount of $5,500.

The Board’s consideration of this proposal had been suspended pending receipt of information concerning how revisions to the feasibility study regarding storm water management at Central Connecticut State University (CCSU) would be reconciled with The MaGuire Group’s Environment Impact Evaluation (dated May 2007) for the 1998/1999 CCSU University’s Campus Master Plan.  CCSU and the Department of Public Works provided a statement that the Campus Master Plan has been amended by the CCSU 2020 Plan as shown in the Macchi Engineers, LLC’s Storm Water Master Plan.

The storm water management plan for the entire campus was based on the master plan prepared by Maguire which called for a significant number of new buildings. Macchi’s analysis indicated there would be a substantial amount of detention required beneath the campus parking lots based on the above master plan. CCSU did not want to commit to the amount of re-work in the parking lots and therefore, requested the analysis be re-done based on CCSU’s 2020 program instead of the master plan. The 2020 plan anticipated significantly fewer buildings. The consultant’s time to complete these revisions was 36 hours.

Mr. Cramer reported that for this project the scope of services to be provided by the Architect consists of the renovation and reconfiguration of 4,700 sq. ft. of existing kitchen/dining area located in the Administration Building’s 1st floor and the expansion of this space by the construction of a 2,300 sq. ft. single-story addition to provide a total kitchen/dining area of 7,000 sq. ft. and the reinstallation of reusable kitchen equipment.  Additionally, a walk-in freezer will be renovated and relocated to the 1st floor and 2,200 sq. ft. of dry storage in the basement will be renovated.  

Additional services include an evaluation of an existing fire escape from the 2nd floor with possible new stairs, the addition of a sprinkler system, new HVAC systems and electrical, plumbing and emergency management systems, new doors and windows and repointing of the Administration Building’s exterior masonry. 

Mr. Cramer further reported that on May 1, 2008, the Board approved a contract with CJ Lawler for a total fee of $166,550 based on a construction budget of $1,450,000 (PRB #08-129). Total project budget was $1,893,000. Coincident with Commission Letter #1, construction and total project budgets have been revised upward to the respective amounts of $1,850,000 and $2,387,000. Special Act 05-1, Section 2 (r) (3) authorized $750,000 for Children’s Place dining hall and kitchen expansion. 

Commission Letter #1 is intended to compensate the Architect an additional $2,900 for the provision of a Class T-2 topographical survey of approximately 1.5 acres of the 24.5± acres that comprise the Children’s Place campus. The fee includes the Architect’s 10% margin for overhead and profit.

Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of the Commission letter for the following reasons:

· The sub-consultant’s (The Bongiovanni Group, Inc.) schedule of fees contained in a proposal letter is reasonable.

· Funds are available.

· As shown in the following table, the Architect’s fee for basic services is 7.57% of the $1,850,000 construction budget whereas the maximum guideline fee for this Group B renovation project is 12.22% (interpolated) inclusive of 3.0% for renovations.
