Ms. Goodhouse reported the subject is a Department of Transportation (DOT) release to the Town of Plainfield by Quitclaim Deed to convey and assign, for highway purposes, 20 parcels of land with appurtenant easements totaling 433,638 sq. ft. or 9.9549+/- acres.  The parcels and easements were acquired in connection with the reconstruction of Connecticut Route 14A, Plainfield Pike, DOT Project No. 108-154-014.
Ms. Goodhouse stated that the parcels are located on the northerly and southerly sides of Plainfield Pike and along town roads (Gendron Road, Spaulding Road, and New Road).  The size of the release parcels range from 468 sq. ft. to 93,218 sq. ft.  Under an agreement with the Town of Plainfield, all land taken outside of the highway line would be deeded to the Town of Plainfield for highway purposes.  The takings were originally recorded between August 1997 and May 1998.  
Based upon her review, Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval of the subject release.

Mr. Cramer reported that under “informal” Task Letter #2, dated April 4, 2007, the Department of Public Works (DPW) engaged the services of OakPark Architects, LLC  to perform renovations to the Department of Motor Vehicles facility in Hamden, Connecticut, as follows:
· Provide first floor compliant toilet facilities;

· Provide a new public counter design;

· Revise the layout of the first floor to maximize efficiency; and
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· Provide a budget and construction administration services.

The fixed fee for the above services was $48,000 (12.5%) based upon a $380,000 construction budget.

Mr. Cramer said that the subject Task Letter #2A, in the amount of $103,200, expands the scope of the Architect’s services as follows:
· Demolition and all finishes will be part of the construction contract.

· All ceilings will be changed and spaces re-lighted.

· All existing doors and hardware and the sink and millwork located in the kitchen area shall be updated.

· The HVAC systems will be adjusted, as required.

· Entry lobby curtain wall and doors will be replaced with a new insulated tempered glass curtain wall.

· Provide a new elevator and ADA accessible route to the second floor and adjustment of the existing plan to accommodate the new elevator.  Work associated with the elevator will include an area of refuge, related renovation of a portion of the second floor for the new elevator and machine room, the redesign and renovation of the existing entry lobby and stairwell on both floors, and electrical and mechanical upgrades and site changes, as required.

After review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Task Letter #2A for a fixed fee of $103,200.
