Mr. Babiarz reported that at its meeting on May 1, 2008, the Board voted to suspend the subject proposal pending:

1. Modifications of the A-2 survey prepared by A/N Consulting Engineers to show (a) that the approximate 50’ x 1600’ strip of land that abuts the S/S of Wasserman Way is part of the fee estate that will be conveyed to the Town of Newtown; (b) the deletion of the boundary course described in the survey as “Proposed Lot Line, N 11( 18’ 43”, 187.73’ ”.  Currently, the latter is used to incorrectly identify the parcel’s end point located at the NW corner of the fee; and (c) the correct acreage of the total land area to be conveyed to the town, including the land area that will be subject to a Right-of-Way in favor of the State.

2. A site visit to inspect the release parcel.
He said that the subject proposal is to convey approximately 22.952+/- acres of land to the Town of Newtown pursuant to Section 3 of Special Act 06-10.  He said that the Quitclaim Deed that accompanies the submittal complies with all of the conditions contained in the Special Act as follows:

1. The property is conveyed to the Town for $2,500 in consideration; that is, the cost (survey) of making the conveyance.

2. Title reverts to the State if the parcel is not used for open space and recreational purposes; the town does not retain ownership of the entire parcel and/or leases all of any portion.

3. The Town may lease all or any portion to Pootatuck Fish and Game Club.

The Pootatuck Fish and Game Club is a private entity that owns 250+ acres of adjoining land that serves as the sole source aquifer of potable water for the town and State portions of the Fairfield Hills Campus and the Garner Correctional Institute.  The release parcel is an important buffer for the preservation of the aquifer.
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Mr. Babiarz indicated that on May 13, 2008, the Department of Agriculture submitted a “revised” survey map which is now consistent with the Quitclaim Deed.  Based on this revision, Mr. Babiarz said that he recommends Board approval of the subject conveyance.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that the subject proposal is a single-family lease-out for State employee housing on the grounds of Southbury Training School, Southbury.  In concert with the Governor’s directive, rents are 70% of market value.  The term of the lease is on a month-to-month basis not-to-exceed 2 years and is subject to termination by either party with 30-days prior notice or upon the death of the tenant.

Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with a spreadsheet outlining the details of the lease-outs (See Attachment C) and recommends approval.

Mr. Cramer reported that on December 29, 2004, the Board approved a Construction Administration (CA) Contract during the construction phase for Konover Construction Corporation at a fixed fee of $1,638,600 for a contract duration of 720 calendar days (PRB #04-351).  He said that the First Amendment to the Contract increased the CA fee $355,000 to pay the consultant for a 280 calendar day contract extension to coincide with the initial projected date of project closeout (PRB #06-249).
Mr. Cramer stated that Commission Letter #1 increased the CA fee $82,425 to compensate the consultant for the services of Managed Construction Resources, LLC ($54,600) and Project Management Team Northeast, Inc. ($27,825) for roofing and telecommunications sub-consultant services, respectively (PRB #07-176).  He said that the subject Commission Letter #2 will compensate
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the CA and Project Management Team Northeast, Inc. the sum of $3,675 for twice revising and re-bidding telecommunication contract documents to conform to Eastern Connecticut State University and Connecticut State University program modifications.  The fees for the revisions and re-bids are summarized below:
