Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Josephy moved and Mr. Norman seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

OPEN SESSION 
ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF MAY 10, 2010.  Mr. Cramer moved and Mr. Norman seconded a motion to accept the minutes of May 10, 2010.  The motion passed unanimously.
COMMUNICATIONS
2010 Legislative Session.  Ms. Goodhouse gave the Board a summary of several bills that had been tracked during the session which ended May 5, 2010:

· State Contracting Standards Board:  The SCSB has been delayed until FY11/12.  Although the Budget Adjustment Bill appears to provide $10,000 to SCSB for FY11, other language in the bill prohibits the Board from using any money until July 1, 2011, effectively shutting down the Board throughout all of FY11.
· Conveyance Bill:  Due to a procedural glitch, HB 5520 passed the House but died on the Senate Calendar, so no bill authorizing conveyances of certain parcels of State land was passed.
· Privatization of Bradley International Airport:  SB 109 passed the Senate but died at the end of session in the House.  It would have made the Bradley Board of Directors more independent of the Commissioner of Transportation, with full authority to run the airport from the Bradley Enterprise Fund (airport revenues) and enter into contracts of all kinds including construction and airport vendor contracts through a streamlined competitive bidding procedure to be developed in conjunction with the State Contracting Standards Board.  (Because the Commissioner of Transportation would no longer be the issuing contracts, it is likely that any contracts entered into would not have required the approval of the State Properties Review Board.)
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Office of State Ethics.  A letter dated May 10, 2010 was received from Carol Carson, Executive Director of the Office of State Ethics, congratulating the Board for its timely submission of the required 2009 Statements of Financial Interest.

State Facilities Management.  Ms. Goodhouse provided information concerning how Public Works manages the 4.5 million square feet of gross building area in their custody.  As a result of the trend to privatize work done in years past by State employees, DPW has private sector property management contracts for 89% of the buildings.  The contractors provide monthly inspection reports, which are used to prepare both the appropriation for maintenance and capital budget requests for structural improvements.  Including Public Works, there are 33 State agencies that manage State facilities.

Ms. Goodhouse explained that the State of Connecticut, Department of Transportation (DOT) is seeking approval for two Quitclaim deeds and an Easement that are authorized by Sections 5, 6 and 7 of Special Act 08-8, as amended by Section 9 of Public Act 09-4.  These instruments are required as a result of the abandonment of Crescent Street by the City Norwalk.  When a highway is abandoned, the abutters on either side take title to the center line of the abandoned highway.  The abandonment resulted in DOT having title to the land to be deeded to the City.  DOT through the grant of easement is retaining a drainage right-of-way.  The City of Norwalk is deeding to the State a portion of the I-95 access ramp that is on City land.  The DOT files are:
DOT Project 102-58-97E:  Norwalk Quitclaim to State of 7,658+/- sq. ft., which is a portion of the present 1-95 Northbound Ramp from West Avenue.  This was formerly part of Crescent Street, now abandoned as recorded in City of Norwalk Land Records Volume 561, Page 66.  Statutory Reference:  Special Act 08-8, Section 7; Public Act 09-4, Section 9.
DOT Project 102-58-97F:  State Quitclaim to Norwalk of .386+/- acres, or 16,808+/- sq. ft., which was formerly Crescent Street, now abandoned. Statutory Reference:  Special Act 08-8, Section 5.

DOT Project 102-58-97G:  Norwalk Grant of Easement to State of 30’wide drainage right-of-way in former Crescent Street, now abandoned.  The total easement area is 1,783+/- sq. ft.  The State originally reserved this right-of-way in Volume 1046 Page 60, Norwalk Land Records. Statutory Reference:  Special Act 08-8, Section 6.
Ms. Goodhouse recommended approval of the item.  The release, acquisition and easement are authorized by the Acts of the General Assembly.  The Quitclaim Deed from the State to the City was signed by the Treasurer on March 18, 2010. The legal descriptions correctly reference the survey maps providing description of the properties.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that in 2001, the Board approved the release of 4,360+/- sq. ft. of land and two slope easements to the sole abutter for assemblage to facilitate development.  The sale price was $70,000 to the State, and the deed was recorded in the Norwalk Land Records, Volume 4296 Page 197 (PRB #01-378).

The item now before the Board is a Quitclaim Deed to correct the name of the Grantee, which was incorrectly stated in the 2001 conveyance as Silvermine Development, LLC.  The error was discovered at a closing that occurred October 21, 2009 when Silvermine I Development L.L.C. sold the subject property.  The Grantee has asked for this quitclaim deed to correct the 2001 error.

Because in all other respects, the deed is the same as that approved by the Board in PRB #01-378, Ms. Goodhouse recommended approval of the item.
