Mr. Cramer reported that in December 2008, the Board approved the Architect’s contract in the amount of $1,413,225, for the construction of (a) new 30,000± GSF classroom/office building; (b) renovations to a 7,700± gross sq. ft. (GSF) building known as Bidstrup Hall to accommodate the Early Childhood Education Program; (c) renovations to the existing façade of the 300 Building, a one-story, 31,457 GSF facility; (d) demolition of the 200 Building, a one-story, 21,000± GSF improvement; and (e) reconfiguration of the Library to serve as swing space.

On November 19, 2009, the Board approved Commission Letter #1 (PRB #09-283).  Commission Letter #1 documents a project scope change.  The new construction is increased by 20,000 GSF; the 200 Building will not be demolished; the building link between 200 and 300 will be demolished; no renovation is included for Bidstrup Hall; library configuration for swing space is excluded; and no façade renovations are included for Building 300.  The new scope is:

(i) New 50,000+/- GSF addition to the 600 Building, consisting of 3 stories and a partial basement with the top floor designed and constructed as shell and core only.

(ii) Selective demolition of 1,000 sq. ft. to the portion of the 300 building that links to the 200 building.

(iii) Associated site work and miscellaneous alterations to the existing buildings that is required for the new addition to all existing buildings.

As before, the project will conform to all applicable building, fire health and safety codes and design must be consistent with the Green Building LEEDS Silver certification.

Commission Letter #1 also compensates the Architect for special services to provide a traffic signal warrant study as part of the State Traffic Commission application.  The subcontractors consulting fees for this service is $1,100, plus 10% overhead and profit to the Architect, for a total of $1,220.

The construction and total project budgets have been revised from $11,760,000 to $12,600,000 and $18,236,101 to $19,491,117.   SA 04-2, Section 2(j)(3) authorizes $34,821,240 of improvements at Tunxis Community College. On March 28, 2008, the Bond Commission appropriated $2,221,622 for the design of Phase II improvements of which $1,692,335 is allocated for architectural, pre-design and associated sub-consultant fees.

Mr. Norman indicated that the subject Commission Letter #2, for a fixed fee of $14,542.00, is to compensate the Architect to perform traffic signal design and construction administration services to prepare a traffic signal plan for the intersection of Plainville Avenue (Route 177) and the south site driveway entry/exit to Tunxis Community College.  The traffic warrant study was completed during the design development phase and the study indicated the need for a traffic light at the south entrance
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to the college campus from Route 177.  The Architect is authorized to engage the services of Civil Strategies, LLC of Unionville, Connecticut, and Traffic Engineering Solutions P.C. of Glastonbury, 
Connecticut.  Said fees include all sub-consultant fees and the Architect’s overhead and profit.  The Architect shall be compensated a total fee of $14,542 as follows:
1. Upon completion and acceptance of the traffic signal design development work:  $4,576.00

2. Upon completion and acceptance of the traffic signal 50% construction document work:  $5,973.00

3. Upon completion and acceptance of the traffic signal 100% construction document work:  $1,628.00

4. Upon completion and acceptance of construction administration:  $2,365.00

The construction and total project budgets remain at $12,600,000 and $19,491,117, respectively.
After discussion, Messrs. Cramer and Norman recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #2.
