Mr. Norman reported that the proposed commission letter is a consequence of Central Connecticut State University’s decision to scale back the scope of the project for improvements at Arute Field.
The Arute Field Stadium, which is used for recreation, lacrosse and football, has grandstands on the home side of the field but no seating on the visitor’s side. Under a contract awarded in 2009, the Engineer’s scope of design and construction administration services included the construction of footings on which new ADA compliant, aluminum bleachers will be installed on the visitor’s side of the stadium with a seating capacity of 2,800± persons. The project also included the construction of a new one-story concrete block support structure beneath the bleachers to house restrooms, lockers, utility/mechanical areas and storage facilities. The support structure will have temporary electric unit heaters and code compliant ventilation and restroom exhaust systems.  Additionally, the Engineer was to relocate existing athletic field lighting and poles, design fire alarm/voice evacuation systems and provide utility connections for water, sanitary sewer and electrical service and paved access pathways to the seating system from campus roadways. The improvements will be designed to serve the future adjacent track and soccer fields. With a planned seating capacity in excess of 1000, this is a threshold project by statute (CGS 29-276b).  In order, construction and total project budgets are $2,316,500 ($827/seat) and $3,335,000. CCSU will fund total project cost from its operating budget.

Mr. Norman explained that Commission Letter #1 increases the engineer’s compensation from $198,680 to $219,640, and increase of $20,960 as a result of changes to the original project scope.  The redesign of the project results in additional architectural services, and requires the redesign and coordination of all civil, structural, mechanical, and electrical engineering plans.
The Engineer will provide redesign services including the following tasks:

Revise plans to eliminate separate dedicated team room facilities

Revise site utilities to accommodate reconfiguration of support facilities

Prepare plans to reconfigure facility buildings

Prepared revised construction documents to reconfigure team areas into two support buildings

Revise plans to eliminate concession areas

Revise plans to reconfigure all mechanical and electrical systems

Redesign structural engineering of the support building components

Revise site plans to reflect revised architectural layouts including payment, drainage and utilities and develop add alternate documents.
Compensation for basic services is $189,480 + $20,960 (redesign) = $210,440, or 9.0% of Construction Budget. The maximum guideline rate for this Group “B” project is 9.0% (interpolated). 

Mr. Norman recommended approval of the Commission Letter.
