Mr. Cramer commented in favor of approval of Amendment Six and the fact the construction phase will soon commence to make the necessary repairs at York Correctional Institution.  He reported that Amendment Six increases the Architect’s total fee from $1,409,708 to $2,659,568, and will compensate the Architect for Construction Administration (CA) Services, such as periodic site visits to check that the construction is in accordance with the design documents; reports; submittal and shop drawing review and 
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approval; review and approval of contractor payment requisitions; review and approval of change proposals; responses to requests for information.  The fee of $541,110 for CA is based on an estimated 3,020 manhours at an average hourly rate of $179.
Mr. Cramer explained that Amendment Six would provide Expanded CA Services, with the consultant acting as the State’s agent and as the liaison with the General Contractor.  The consultant will staff the job so as to provide a continuous presence on the job site.  In addition to reviewing the schedule of values, project schedule, periodic requisitions, special testing and inspections, the consultant will be responsible for all record-keeping and files during construction and project closeout.  The construction period is stated in the contract amendment as not to exceed 36 months.  The fee of $708,750 for Expanded CA Services is based on an estimated 5,625 manhours at an hourly rate for project manager of $126.
OTHER BUSINESS, REAL ESTATE/ARCHITECT-ENGINEER
The Board took the following votes in Open Session:
PRB FILE #09-099 – Mr. Cramer moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to approve PRB File #09-099, provided that the approval memorandum be forwarded to the Auditors of Public Accounts, and that the memorandum note the Board’s disapprobation of the practice of, when a lease expires, holding over from month to month at a rental rate that is excessive due to the inclusion of continued payments for fully amortized tenant improvements. The motion passed unanimously.

PRB FILE #09-102 – Mr. Cramer moved and Ms. Musumeci seconded a motion to suspend PRB File #09-102, pending (1) receipt, in compliance with OPM General Letter NO.97-1, of a schedule of the professional and administrative classifications that will be assigned to perform the services required under the contract, actual payroll at straight time rates for each classification, service time estimates per classification and the amount of markup for the architect’s overhead and profit. The above schedule should be supplemented with copies of sub-consultant proposal letters for MEP, communications, law enforcement and demographic services; and (2) Public Act 07-7, Section 2 (h) (6) is cited as the funding vehicle for the proposed $230,000 contract. The Public Act, however, is an authorization for an amount not-to-exceed $100,000 for a programmatic study of State Police troops and districts. Public Works should document how the balance of $130,000 will be funded.  The motion passed unanimously.
PRB FILE #09-103 – Mr. Cramer moved and Mr. Pepe seconded a motion to approve PRB File #09-103.  The motion passed unanimously.
