Ms. Goodhouse advised the Board that on May 28, 2008, Mr. Babiarz received a telephone call from Assistant Attorney General (AAG) Tom Davis, Office of the Attorney General, regarding the Lessor’s claim (Superior Court Claim File No. 18407) for additional rent relative to the additional electrical drops to the workshop area at the subject location.  She said that AAG Davis informed Mr. Babiarz that the Superior Court Judge awarded the Lessor (claimant) $99,940.90.  
Ms. Goodhouse said that because the Board did not approve the Lease Amendment which would have increased the base rent of $10.00 to $10.58 per sq. ft. for the 43,464 sq. ft. over a five-year term, the State will realize a savings of $26,104.70.  Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with a memorandum, dated May 28, 2008, which outlines this savings (See Attachment A).
