Mr. Norman said that this is a complex project that involves the relocation and consolidation of Gateway Community College (GCC) from its two existing campuses to a 3.21-acre site located at Church Street, New Haven, where a new 358,500± GSF building, 600 space parking garage and 25± surface parking spaces would be constructed. The college will be designed to realize LEED Gold certification. In order, as of January 27, 2010 construction and total project budgets are $147,063,293 and $197,904,000. 

In September 2005, the Board approved the selection of Perkins & Will as Architect of Record for a fee not-to-exceed $8,750,210 based on a $94,851,050 construction budget (PRB #05-242).  Amendment #3 will revise the Architect’s total fee from $11,911,471 to $13,122,401. The $1,210,930 increase in fee is intended to compensate the Architect for the following:

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DISCUSSION REGARDING BOARD SITE INSPECTIONS OF PROPOSALS SUBMITTED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE.  

F. Philip Prelli, Commissioner, and Joseph Dippel, Director of Farmland Preservation Program, Department of Agriculture, joined the meeting at 9:55 a.m. 
Sections 4b-3(f) and 22-26cc authorize the State Properties Review Board to approve State purchases of development rights to agricultural land.  Since 1980 (Public Act 80-349), it has been the Board’s practice to conduct site inspections of the proposals presented by Agriculture.  Because of Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) requirements, the Board and the Commissioner discussed the feasibility of having a quorum of Board members conduct site inspections that would meet the requirements of FOIA.  Commissioner Prelli had two concerns:  protecting the confidentiality of the negotiation process, and exposing the property owner to liability resulting from members of the public being allowed on their premises.

Chairman Greenberg indicated he would contact the FOI Commission to discuss the Act’s requirements.  Since four members make a quorum, Mr. Millstein suggested that only three Board members be present on site at anyone time, and if it was necessary for additional members to inspect the site, the inspection could be done at a separate time.
