Legislation.   Mr. Babiarz reported on the following Legislative Bills:
House Bill No. 6695 (File No. 664) – An Act Concerning The Conveyance Of Certain Parcels Of  State Land (to facilitate the conveyance of certain parcels of state land to municipalities) was on the consent calendar/in concurrence June 3, 2009.

Senate Bill No. 1155 (File No. 661) – An Act Concerning Certain Consultant Selections By The Department Of Public Works (to create parity between the dollar threshold for consultants on the “on-call list” for non-higher education projects and on the “on-call list” for higher education projects and to reflect the current rate of inflation in the industry) was recommitted to Government Administration and Elections Committee by the Senate on June 3, 2009.
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House Bill No. 6649 (File No. 941) – An Act Concerning The Programs And Activities Of The Department Of Transportation (to review the programs and activities of the Department of Transportation) was on the consent calendar/in concurrence June 2, 2009.  Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with a copy of Section 9 of the bill which sets up a process for mediation when the Department of Transportation enters into negotiations to sell back property it has acquired to the previous owner (See Attachment A for details).

At its meeting on June 1, 2009, the Board suspended its review of the subject proposal pending the results of a site inspection and receipt of additional market data. 
Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with a copy of an e-mail message, dated June 2, 2009, from Terry J. Obey, Division Chief, Property Management, Department of Transportation (DOT) (See Attachment B).

Mr. Greenberg said that he traveled to Norwalk to inspect the 5,543+/- sq. ft. of non-conforming, vacant land which DOT proposes to release to the sole abutter for assemblage.  The sole abutter owns 18.935 acres, improved with an industrial building.  He said the subject is located in a highly developed industrial area.  The property is fully landscaped and fenced in.  Mr. Greenberg indicated that after conducting a site inspection of the subject, he recommends Board approval of this transaction.

(b) Renovate 7 existing toilet rooms including new doors;

(c) Expand into Janitor Room A318 and relocate janitor to Storage A319 in compliance with ADA;

(d) Provide A225/A226 with new counter/sinks and A225 with new power assisted door;

(e) Provide supplemental lighting at Graphics Lab-North End;

(f) Add additional lockers at the lower level of A-Wing;

(g) Modify HVAC systems to accommodate proposed renovations;

(h) Modify plumbing systems to accommodate proposed renovations;

(i) Rearrange and add sprinklers as required to suit proposed renovations; and
(j) Modify and updated electrical systems to accommodate proposed renovations.

Ms. Musumeci reported that the subject Commission Letter, for a fee not-to-exceed $36,388, is intended to compensate the Architect for the following:

1. Construction Administration Inflation Adjustment - $4,708

The Architect’s fee for construction administration will be adjusted upward by 3.8%, that is, the average annual increase in the CPI (CPI-U) from 2007 to 2008.  The commencement date of construction was deferred 13 months from September 2007 to October 2008 due to agency review time, bonding, bid preparation and processing, etc.

CA Fee on 7/2/05 - $123,900 x 1.038 CPI-U - $128,608, an increase of $4,708
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2. Statement of Special Inspections Requirement – Fee Not-to-Exceed $28,800

A summary of special inspection services to be provided by GeoDesign Incorporated are as follows:
· Attend meetings at the request of the design team or Construction Administrator (A/Z Corp.);
· Review contractor’s submittals for geotechnical related construction materials and procedures;
· Observe and determine extent of unsuitable materials to be removed below building foundations;
· Review excavated soil and bedrock subgrades;
· Observe foundation subgrade preparation and verify appropriate bearing conditions;
· Observe and document placement and compaction of fill materials below building foundations and slabs-on-grade;
· Observe and document underpinning construction (including permanent soil nail installation and testing);
· Provide professional engineering consultation regarding geotechnical issues which may arise during construction; and
· Provide an on-call field representative to observe field conditions and testing, and make recommendations concerning earth support operations of the existing structures.
