COMMUNICATIONS
Public Act 09-146 (Substitute Senate Bill 785 – File No. 536, as amended by Senate “A”) – An Act Concerning Construction Change Orders.  Mr. Babiarz said that this bill requires payment requests made in accordance with construction contracts with contractors, subcontractors, and suppliers to include a statement disclosing all pending change orders and change directives and approved changes to the original contract or subcontract.  The statement must include (1) the status of the pending changes and when they started, (2) associated costs, and (3) a description of work completed.  The bill applies to commercial construction contracts subject to state law applying to private sector construction contracts and public works contracts exceeding $100,000, other than those administered by or in conjunction with the Department of Transportation (DOT).  It defines “pending construction change order” and “other pending change directive” as an authorized directive for extra work that has been issued to a contractor or subcontractor.
“Senate Amendment A” (1) requires the statements to be a part of the payment requests rather than the payment, (2) excludes DOT contracts from the bill’s provisions, and (3) defines “pending construction change order” and “other pending change directive”.

Mr. Babiarz reported that in 1999, the Department of Public Works (DPW), contracted with Applied Thermodynamic Associates, Inc. (subsequently merged with Fuss & O’Neill, Inc.) for design and construction administration services for a new sprinkler system in seven Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services (DMHAS) buildings located at four hospital locations.  Phase I of the contract provided for systems at Whiting Forensic Division, Battell Hall, Dutcher Hall and Woodward Hall at CVH, Middletown.  Phase II was for systems at Cedarcrest Hospital, Newington; Connecticut Mental Health Center, New Haven and Greater Bridgeport Mental Health Center, Bridgeport.

Mr. Babiarz said that Commission Letter #4 revises the total cumulative fee from $286,200 to $356,200, an increase of $70,000.  This not-to-exceed fee is intended to compensate the Engineer for:

Engineering design services related to the installation of a sprinkler system in Woodward Hall and Battell Hall at Connecticut Valley Hospital, Middletown.  The services include the design development phase and contract documents phase.  Construction administration is not included and will be negotiated at a later date when the consultant can analyze the phasing plan and construction timeline, at which point the CA services can be estimated.  
The scope of the projects is as follows:

Battell Hall Sprinklers

· Phased installation of a sprinkler system throughout the entire building.

· Coordination with currently designed DMHAS ward renovation project.

· Installation of new backflow preventer and alarm valve riser into the existing fire protection main in the basement mechanical room.
· Connection of the building’s existing standpipe system to the new sprinkler system.
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· Incidental cutting and patching of existing gypsum board ceilings.

· Incidental electrical work to connect new flow and tamper switches to the building’s existing fire alarm system and to provide power to any new fire protection equipment.

· Phased installation of sprinkler system throughout the entire building that will connect on the system side of the existing double check valve backflow preventer.

· Coordination with DMHAS patient area renovation project that is currently being designed by the agency.

· Incidental electrical work to connect new flow and tamper switches to the building’s existing fire alarm system and to provide power to any new fire protection equipment.
