Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

OPEN SESSION  
ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF MAY 19, 2008.  Mr. Josephy moved and Ms. Musumeci seconded a motion to accept the minutes of May 19, 2008.  The motion passed unanimously.
COMMUNICATIONS
Reimbursement of Expenses.  Mr. Greenberg moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to approve reimbursement of meeting and mileage fees to Ms. Musumeci and Messrs. Greenberg, Millstein, Cramer, Josephy and Pepe for conducting a Public Hearing on proposed regulations regarding appeals concerning outdoor advertising structures at the Legislative Office Building on June 10, 2008.  The motion passed unanimously.
Military Department Statewide Facilities Tour.  Mr. Babiarz advised the Board that he received an e-mail from Colonel Gerald Lukowski, Connecticut Air National Guard, providing a list of dates when the Connecticut Army National Guard will be able to arrange of a tour of its facilities.  The dates given are:  July 8, 11, 29 and 30, 2008.  
After discussion, the Board agreed upon July 29, 2008.  Mr. Babiarz said that he would communicate this information to Colonel Lukowski.
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PRB File #00-228 – Department of Environmental Protection – Sixth Amendment (dated May 26, 2000) to “Purchase and Sale Agreement” for property known as The Shakespeare Theatre (pursuant to Public Act 00-168, Section 2(b) (February Session)) – 1880 Elm Street, Stratford.  Mr. Babiarz reported that on June 9, 2008, the Board received a letter, dated May 29, 2008, addressed to Edwin S. Greenberg, Chairman, from Kevin P. Johnston and Robert G. Jaekle, Auditors of Public Accounts.  This letter is in response to the Board’s May 22, 2008 letter requesting that the Auditors review and evaluate the legality and sufficiency of the deed used to quitclaim the Stratford Shakespeare Theatre property to the Town of Stratford.  The Auditors indicated that because the issues being raised are legal issues, not accounting matters, they have forwarded the Board’s letter and related materials to the Office of the Attorney General (See Attachment A).  
June 10, 2008 Public Hearing on Proposed Regulations regarding Appeals Concerning Outdoor Advertising Structures.  Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with a summary of the public hearing proceedings conducted on June 10, 2008 at the Legislative Office Building (See Attachment B).  Based on the comments received and a subsequent discussion with Assistant Attorney General Robert Clark, Ms. Goodhouse also provided the Board with a copy of suggested changes/revisions to the proposed regulations (See Attachment C).  
Ms. Musumeci left the meeting at 9:40 a.m.

Ms. Goodhouse then went over the next steps in the process, as outlined in her summary memorandum, and also noted that she is currently drafting a fiscal note.  As part of the fiscal note, additional staff would have to be hired as well as estimating the number of meetings and mileage fees that would be associated with conducting appeal hearings.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject project involves the design and construction of a 74,500+/- gross sq. ft. addition to the Lowe Building at Manchester Community College for Great Path Academy to accommodate 300+/- magnet school students.  The new building will include 14 general purpose classrooms, laboratories, administrative offices, health suite, and gymnasium and internet café.  Additionally, the existing cafeteria and food service areas located within the Lowe Building will be renovated for use by Academy and College personnel.  Site work includes all utility extensions from Lowe Building to Great Path Academy, landscaping, storm water retention system and construction of 108+/- additional surface parking spaces.

Mr. Cramer stated that the Board approved Tai Soo Kim Partners as Architect-of-Record on April 28, 2005 (PRB #05-102).  The Architect’s approved total fee was $1,762,200 based on a Construction Budget of $19,292,000.  Changes to construction and total project budgets are summarized in the following table:

Public Act 04-213, Section 20, authorizes financing in the amount of $28.0 million for the above project.

Mr. Cramer indicated that the subject Commission Letter #2 is intended to compensate the Architect an additional $13,900 to effect the following four change orders:
