Ms. Goodhouse reported that the Department of Transportation (DOT) proposes to acquire 394+/- sq. ft. of land, in fee, site improvements and rights for an acquisition cost of $15,500, in connection with 
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improvements to Connecticut Route 37.  She said that prior to the taking, the property consists of 43,481+/- sq. ft. of commercially zoned land, improved with two, 2-story commercial office buildings.

Ms. Goodhouse indicated that DOT Appraiser Thomas Fox is of the opinion that the building improvements would not be affected by the takings.  The comparable sales used in the Fox appraisal were adjusted for location and size of parcel, and the sales indicated a value range of $17.00 to $20.09 per sq. ft., justifying the acquisition price of $19.00 per sq. ft. for the 394 sq. ft. of commercial land.  She said that the lighting and landscaping on the acquisition parcel are valued at $8,000.  Other rights to be acquired are non-compensable.

Ms. Goodhouse indicated that New Britain Avenue will be widened by 10 feet, and left turn lanes will 
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be provided at eight (8) intersections.  The Department of Transportation will compensate the Grantor as follows:

at the sports center.  This scope is considered emergency repairs.
Ms. Musumeci reported that the Sports Center is a 75,833+/- sq. ft. facility (gymnasium, pool, etc.) constructed in 1973.  The roof is the original improvement consisting of coal-tar pitch, built-up membrane over insulation on metal deck.  The 36+/- year old roof is leaking and will be replaced as soon as funding is available.  She said that the building exterior is constructed of fluted masonry units between stucco-coated concrete masonry unit (CMU) column covers and horizontal bands.  The stucco-coated steel columns and beams are deteriorating, showing signs of movement of the masonry units, and rusting of supporting lintels.  The stucco-coated column covers must be replaced before deterioration becomes more serious.

Ms. Musumeci said that given adequate funding, the façade and roof would be replaced at the same time because resolution of the façade cannot be undertaken without removing the gravel stop and cutting back the roof from the building edge.  However, a pre-design study (informal task letter #4) concludes that the façade is the most immediate problem.

Ms. Musumeci stated that the subject Task Letter #4A will compensate the Architect $120,000 for design and construction administration services related to the removal, refurbishing and replacement of the structural steel supports for the façade and replacement of the existing CMU with precast concrete panels.  New galvanized structural steel will be attached to the beams for the support of the new cladding material.  The perimeter edge of the existing roof will be cut back and replaced, flashed, and a gravel stop installed to cover the tops of the panels.  In order, construction and total project budget estimates are $1,450,000 and $1,735,000.

After review, Ms. Musumeci recommended Board approval of Task Letter #4A for a fixed fee of $120,000.
