Mr. Cramer reported the New Haven Courthouse contains a gross building area of 600,000+/- sq. ft. and was constructed in 1914.  The facility is on both the State and National Historic Registers and, therefore, all restoration work must comply with the standards of the Connecticut Historical Commission and Secretary of the Interior.

Mr. Cramer stated that the subject Second Amendment to Contract, for a fee not-to-exceed $159,905, incorporates structural renovation Project #BI-JD-281A into the subject Project #BI-JD-299.  The incorporation of the former project includes the Architect of records (Hoffmann) as a sub-consultant, additional associated fees and construction budget for Project #BI-JD-281A.  The combined project will be undertaken in three phases that are summarized below:
Phase I – Based on contract documents completed by Hoffmann Architects on April 20, 2007, the first phase of the project includes repairs to the monumental staircase and deteriorated plaster soffits and marble column capitols that front Elm Street and restoration of the side cornice fronting Church Street.  Hoffmann Architects will also review current on-site conditions, codes, manufacturers’ requirements, etc. and incorporate any modifications that are necessary into the previously completed contract documents.  Hoffmann also will provide construction administration services for the above work.

JCJ Architects will design and administer the restoration of the courthouse doors and windows and the removal of any hazardous materials.  JCJ will prepare a separate bid package for Phase I.
Phase II – JCJ will design and administer the restoration of the stone masonry at the roof parapet and replace the roof and associated skylights.  JCJ will prepare a separate bid package for Phase II.

Phase III – JCJ will design and administer the restoration of the balance of the masonry façade, waterproof stone gutters, restore historical light standards and retaining walls and statues and remove any hazardous materials associated with the work.  JCJ will prepare a separate bid package for Phase III.

Based upon his review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of the Second Amendment.

Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of the subject Task Letter #2 in the amount of $283,710.  The Task Letter is intended to compensate the Consultant for the following services:

1.  Environmental Impact Evaluation (EIE), Midtown and Westside Campuses ………..$135,241
The Consultant will prepare and EIE pursuant to CEPA statutes to assess the implementation of the Preferred Plans for both campuses developed by Symmes, Maini, et al, contained in the Western Connecticut State University (WCSU) Campus Master Plan Update, September 2007.  Also, the Consultant will prepare a Record of Decision for the project.

1.1 Optional EIE Services at the Request of the Department of Public Works …………..   10,000

To cover unanticipated changes to the project in response to public comments, the Consultant will:

· Participate in additional meetings and public hearings;

· Complete additional traffic counts;

· Evaluate any new alternatives;

· Provide a microscale air quality analysis;

· Delineate wetlands; and

· Provide archaeological/historical survey and rare species survey.

2.  Stormwater Master Plan (SMP) ………………………………………………………….    78,880

The Consultant shall develop a SMP for both campuses using the most current design information, prepare and complete the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) Flood Management Certification application, including Attachment “H” of the Flood Management, Stormwater Management and State Loans & Grants.

2.1  Optional SMP Services …………………………………………………………………..    14,000
The Consultant will assess and analyze existing conditions from the year 1984 (baseline year) to present, if required by DEP.  Land use drainage and development data will be estimated using historic plans and aerial photography.

3.  State Traffic Commission Certificate (STC) ……………………………………………..   40,580
In conjunction with Purcell Associates, the Consultant will prepare a STC Application for Certificate – Major Traffic Generator Application, for the projects within the Master Plan to occur within the first five years.
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3.1  Optional SMP Services based on a 1984 baseline to present …………………………     5,000
