services for the removal and reconfiguration of the skylight clerestories.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Commission Letter #1 for a fee not-to-exceed $15,740 is to provide structural engineering and design services regarding the application of elastomeric coating to two 5’ x 5’ areas of the existing roof deck to verify the adequacy of the coatings adhesion properties.  If the adhesion test is successful, the Architect will complete schematic design work.  He said that structural engineering and design services also will include the analysis of building roof elevations as they are being raised for the clerestories at the former skylight locations, verifying compliance with codes and wind and new dead loads imposed by the new clerestory structures.  Existing field 
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conditions will be verified to generate the designs and details required to adopt the new structures to the wood and steel roof framing.  Thereafter, construction documents and tracings and mylars will be prepared and integrated into the construction document set.

After discussion, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #1.
