Withdrawal of Proposals Submitted by the Department of Economic and Community Development (DECD). Section 4b-47, which requires public notification in the Environmental Monitor (on-line publication) and public comment period prior to transferring certain state property.

Legislation.  Ms. Goodhouse reported that the House and Senate have passed a budget (SB 1801) for the biennium commencing July 1, 2009 which has the Board fully staffed and fully funded; however a gubernatorial veto is anticipated.
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House Bill No. 6695 - An Act Concerning The Conveyance of Certain Parcels of State Land (now PA 09-203) was passed by both Houses of the Legislature, but has not yet been signed by the Governor.  The bill authorizes certain leases, exchanges and land transfers, subject to the prior approval of the Board.

Mr. Cramer reported that this project is the first of three construction phases of the Master Plan for Housatonic Community College (HCC) prepared by Tai Soo Kim Partners in June 2002. Phase 1 involved gutting the former Sears building to the steel structure and concrete floor slabs, the demolition of the building’s west terrace consisting of 35,000± gross sq. ft. (GSF), complete renovation of the remaining 148,817± GSF, and the construction of a 2-story addition consisting of 39,000± sq. ft. for a completed building area of 187,817± GSF. The work also included miscellaneous site, utility system and water drainage improvements.

Mr. Cramer said that Newfield Construction Company was selected as project General Contractor based on a construction bid in the amount of $37,910,000. Following 251 change orders with a total value of $3,094,029, adjusted construction budget is $41,004,029 ($218/GSF of building area).   
On January 8, 2007, the Board approved The Fusco Corporation (FUSCO) as construction administrator for a fixed fee of $1,420,000 based on a construction time of 700 calendar days (PRB #06-398). In July 2007, the Contract was amended (1st Amendment) to expand FUSCO’s scope of services to include FF&E planning, bidding, scheduling and installation oversight. DPMCT was engaged by FUSCO to provide these services for a fee of $185,022 (PRB #07-160). 
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Mr. Cramer commented that the 2nd Amendment will revise the Consultant’s contract as follows:

The Construction Administrator’s (CA) total fee is revised from $1,605,022 to $1,855,724, an increase of $250,702 apportioned in the 2nd Amendment as follows:

· The CA fee for basic services is revised from $1,420,000 to $1,637,088, an increase of $217,068 for 123 calendar days of extended service through April 8, 2009.

· The fee payable to DPMCT for FF&E services is revised from $185,022 to $218,656, an increase of $33,634. The increase in fee will compensate the sub-consultant for placing more personnel on-site to complete FF&E work prior to the commencement of the fall semester.

Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of the 2nd Amendment for an increase in fee not-to-exceed $250,702 for the following reasons:
1. The additional fees payable to FUSCO and DPMCT (sub-consultant) are substantiated by schedules of hours worked and compensation rates applied for each assigned professional classification. The compensation rates contained in both the FUSCO and DPMCT proposals are reasonable.

As shown in the following table, FUSCO’s fee for basic construction administration services in the amount of $1,637,068 is 3.99% of adjusted construction budget. This rate is reasonable given a project with 251 change orders.

3. The Consultant’s total cumulative fee payable for CA Design Phase services ($410,200) and basic Construction Phase services ($1,637,068) is $2,047,268 or 4.99% of adjusted construction budget. The total cumulative fee is within industry standards.
