Ms. Goodhouse said that the purpose of the proposal is to release a drainage right of way located opposite Station 200 + 30 Left (Base Line of Interstate Route I-91) and to retain the right to discharge water at the same location upon, over and across adjoining land now owned by the United States of America.

The USA requested the release because they are constructing an Army Reserve Base with a forested protective barrier and fence around the facility.  The USA will be responsible for maintaining the flow of water through the property.  The State acquired title by virtue of a certificate of condemnation date June 15, 1962, recorded in Volume 324 Page 189, Middletown Land Records.  The consideration was $13,900 for 13.5 acres with drainage right of way and a right to drain.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended approval of the item for the following reasons:
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1. The release complies with Section 13a-80 governing the sale or release of real estate by the commissioner of transportation.

2. The quitclaim deed is consistent with the November 1961 acquisition survey map showing the 10 foot wide drainage right of way.

3. The state is retaining a drainage easement, and a right to discharge water from a culvert across land of the Grantee.

4. The deed language has been reviewed by the Office of the Attorney General and approved by the Office of Policy and Management.

Mr. Norman explained that the 235 Church Street Superior Courthouse is a nine story, 168,384 GSF building constructed in 1971 with seven (7) passenger elevators. These elevators, including cab entrances and interiors, drive controls, machine room, hoist machine & equipment, brakes, guide rails, power supplies, fire alarm system, etc., will be remodeled and renovated to improve safety, ride quality, efficiency and comply with relevant codes.

Under the 2007 contract in the amount of $122,000 (PRB #07-193), Diversified Technology Consultants, Inc. (DTC) was tasked with providing the services of a design-build criteria architect, in three phases.  Phase I was to prepare the Request for Proposals (RFP) for the selection of the Design Builder.  Phase II was to provide a schedule of performance objectives for the Design-Builder and oversight during Design Development to ensure conformance with the RFP.  Phase III was to provide on-site construction observation for 12 hours/week; and elevator subconsultant inspection services for the duration of construction (60 weeks) and project closeout.  Of the original contract amount of $122,000, DTC expended $27,000 for Phase I.

Mr. Norman said that he approved of the contract change proposed by Public Works.  Through Amendment One, the project will not be bid on a design/build basis. Instead the consulting engineer will provide the design services required for the project.  Consequently, Phase II and Phase III have been eliminated. The Engineer will now develop the project design, contract documents, consult through the bidding phase, undertake basic construction administration and expanded construction administration services.  The construction and total project budgets currently are $1,800,000 (revised from $990,000) and $2,417,000 (revised from ($1,119,000). 

The fee for pre-design services  is $27,000 under Phase I.  The fee for basic services including construction administration is increased from $180,680.  In addition, the Amendment provides for expanded construction administration services in the amount of $70,175.

The Amendment includes non-discrimination and audit/record keeping requirements that have come into effect since the contract was signed in 2007. DTE has provided an annual certification concerning gifts and campaign contributions and a consulting agreement affidavit.  
Public Works has confirmed that funds are available.  The funding vehicle is Special Act 02-1, Section 17 (h) (1) as revised by Special Act 04-2, Section 114. The latter is an approval to expend up to $15.0 million for the development of a criminal/juvenile courthouse in New Haven with an additional $4,500,000 allocated to repair existing Judicial Branch facilities in New Haven.
The original Request for Qualifications was for an engineer/ consulting design team to upgrade elevator mechanical systems for the Superior Court, New Haven.  DPW requested a prime design professional responsible for the coordination, integration, and completeness of the entire design, including but not limited to electrical engineering, mechanical engineering, fire alarm systems, and controls.  The designated services included performing a thorough survey of 7 elevators to determine what should be repaired, replaced, upgraded and/or modified to meet the highest quality of current standards for ride quality, efficiency, code compliance and minimal maintenance for the state.

The RFQ for an Engineer elicited one proposal only.  DTC was interviewed by the Selection Services Panel and approved by Commissioner Fleming on October 6, 2006.

Mr. Norman recommended approval of the item.
