Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

OPEN SESSION  
COMMUNICATIONS
Reimbursement of Expenses.  Mr. Cramer moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to approve reimbursement of meeting and mileage fees to Mr. Greenberg and Ms. Musumeci for their meeting with Lt. Governor Michael Fedele at the State Capitol in Hartford on July 8, 2008. The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Cramer moved and Mr. Millstein seconded a motion to approve reimbursement of meeting and mileage fees to Mr. Greenberg and Mr. Pepe for their inspection of the site of a proposed Connecticut Marketing Authority lease in Hartford on July 9, 2008.  The motion passed unanimously.

Report of Property Acquisitions.  Mr. Babiarz reported that the Board has been provided with a copy of a memorandum from Richard C. Allen, Rights-of-Way Administrator, dated July 1, 2008, which provides a list of land payment vouchers, not in excess of $5,000.00, processed during the month of June 2008 (See Attachment A).

Meeting with Lieutenant Governor Fedele.  Mr. Greenberg, Ms. Musumeci and Mr. Babiarz met with Lieutenant Governor Michael Fedele and his chief of staff, Brian Cafferelli, on July 8, 2008.  They discussed the mission and composition of the PRB.  An outline of the Board’s presentation is attached (See Attachment B).
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Meeting with DPW Commissioner Raeanne V. Curtis.  Mr. Greenberg met with Commissioner 
Curtis on July 7, 2008, for a general discussion of future DPW proposals.

Tour By Air of National Guard Facilities.   The Military Department has proposed that the Board view their fifteen Connecticut installations by air, which they customarily perform as part of the Military’s Citizen Leadership Orientation Program (CLOP).  At the Board’s request, Mr. Babiarz contacted Office of State Ethics AAG Peter Lewandowski regarding any pertinent ethical issues that the Board should be aware of regarding the proposed tour.  Mr. Babiarz explained to AAG Lewandowski that, at this time, proposals at only three of the fifteen locations (Air National Guard, East Granby; Army National Guard, Windsor Locks; and Camp Rell, Niantic) have recently been or are expected to be before the Board. Attorney Lewandowski said that there are no ethical issues involved because it will be a “state agency to state agency” activity.
Sale of Shakespeare Theatre to the Town of Stratford.  In response to the Board’s letter to the Auditors of Public Accounts concerning the DEP sale of Shakespeare Theatre to the Town of Stratford without the prior approval of the Board, Mr. Babiarz reported that the Auditors referred the matter to the Office of the Attorney General, and that resulted in a query from AAG Susan Quinn Cobb as to whether an oral reply would satisfy the Board’s requirements.  Mr. Babiarz communicated to AAG Quinn Cobb that the Board required a written response.
Notification of Emergency Lease.  Pursuant to C.G.S. Section 17a-218(f), the Department of Developmental Services provided notification of their entry into a one-month residential lease to house 7 clients displaced from a Torrington group home that was being renovated.  At SPRB staff request, DDS also provided a copy of the lease.  The statute allows DDS to enter into emergency leases for a period of up to one year.  (See Attachment C.)

Mr. Cramer briefed the Board on Commission Letter #2, through which the architect’s contract will be revised in scope to provide for design revisions as requested by the University.  The architect will be compensated as follows:  (1) $16,000 for updating revisions to the A/V design package, including revisions to A/V hardware, drawings and specifications, and recalibration of audio acoustics within laboratories, classrooms, and the large lecture hall; (2) $6,500 for design and additional contract administration required for installation of a fogging system along with all associated components into the Greenhouse; and (3) $32,500 for five tasks: 1. Site survey of areas north and east of Science Building to confirm as-built site conditions--existing conditions were altered by the construction of the South Residential Village, necessitating another survey; 2. Conceptual programming and design for a future Growth Chamber on the 4th floor of the Science Building; 3. Services associated with additional lab piping needed to fit out all the labs with gas, air and vacuum versus what is identified in the construction contract; 4. Revisions to Information Technology as associated electrical design requested by CSUS to reflect changes in technology since original drawings were completed in December 2005; and 5. Revisions to Micro Waste Room and adjacent spaces and revise the specified Sterilizer and associated equipment as requested by the University.  The architect’s fee will be funded from the project’s contingency account.

No additional commission letters or amendments are expected with regard to this architect’s contract.  Substantial completion should occur on or before mid-September 2008.

Mr. Millstein moved and Mr. Pepe seconded a motion to go out of Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.
