Mr. Norman said that the purpose of the project is to provide for the conversion of heating, ventilating, and air conditioning (HVAC) systems in five residence halls on the campus of Central Connecticut State University, New Britain.  The halls are Catherine Beecher Hall, Sam May Hall, Mildred Barrows Hall, Robert Vance Hall and Seth North Hall.

Mr. Norman explained that the design contract with LMG Consulting Engineers, Inc., in the amount of $294,100, was entered into on May 5, 2008. Initial Construction and Total Project Budget estimates were and remain $3,554,500 and $4,887,000, respectively.  LMG has completed the construction documents phase for five residence halls.

Mr. Norman said that Commission Letter #1 covers Phase I of the project, which is HVAC renovations at Sam May Hall, a 39,187 GSF four-story dormitory originally constructed in 1963.  The Commission Letter is a proposal to provide comprehensive construction administration services from May 2010 
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through August 2011 at a fee not-to exceed $90,000. The initial contract did not provide for any construction administration services.  Compensation is based on the following hourly rates:  Project Engineer: $110.00/hour; Construction Administrator: $100.00/hour; Engineer/Designer: $90.00/hour; Technician: $80.00/hour.  LMG’s total fee for CA services is based on 885 man hours, or an average of $101.70/hour.  Fees payable under the initial contract and proposed Commission Letter are given in the following table.

Mr. Norman recommended that the Board approve the proposal, particularly since the first part of the Phase I work needed to begin while the dormitory was empty of students.  The Board noted that the Consultant’s $280,500 fee for basic services is 7.89% of the $3,554,500.  The Phase I CA Services fee of $90,000 is 5.53% of the Phase I Construction Budget of $1,628,000;  DPW indicates that funding is in place for this contract; an Annual certification, notarized 6/8/2010 attests to no gifts or campaign contributions.
