Ms. Musumeci recused herself from any discussion of the proposal.

Mr. Cramer explained that subject project #BI-RT-843 concerns the demolition of building Wing C (17,000± gross sq. ft. (GSF)), the renovation of 113,443± GSF of existing building space, and the construction of  approximately 53,257 GSF of new building area to realize a facility with a total of 210,000± GSF at project completion. Parking lot layout will be revised and expanded to accommodate 300 surface spaces and new bus drop-off/pick-up areas. The construction budget is $43,807,000. The total project budget is $60,265,000.  
Mr. Cramer stated that the Board approved the Architect’s standard fixed fee contract on October 27, 2005, in the amount of $2,436,000 (PRB #05-291).  The contract was amended earlier this year (PRB #09-93) and the subject proposal is for a second commission letter to address a modification in the scope of the project.
Mr. Cramer stated that Commission Letter #2 will compensate the Architect for pre-construction phase services concerning relocating the existing library and building temporary classrooms in the vacated space. This phase will require both architectural and MEP drawings as the temporary space must be fully code compliant upon completion. The Architect, Tai Soo Kim Partners will assist in the procurement of pricing as well as providing Construction Administration to insure compliance with the design intent.

Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #2, for a fixed fee of $18,300, for the following reasons:

· The Architect’s fee as a percentage (8.02%) of revised construction budget is less than the maximum guideline rate (11.5%).

· Funds are available for the Commission Letter.

· The submittal is accompanied by an Annual Certification notarized on 09/24/08.  A Consulting Agreement Affidavit notarized 9/16/08 was received in May 2009, with Amendment One.
