Mr. Norman reported that at the last meeting, the Board voted to suspend the subject Commission Letter #3, for a fee not-to-exceed $89,400.00, pending receipt of additional information from Public Works concerning (1) the reason for a change in scope for the Architect to provide revisions to structural and architectural drawings including framing plans and roof plan to reflect the construction of a covered roof walkway connecting the elevator with the service entrances for each air handler; and (2) an estimate of the increased cost to construct said covered roof walkway.  He said that on July 26, 2010, the Board received a response from the Department of Public Works (DPW) addressing its concerns (See Attachment A).  
Mr. Norman said that based upon DPW’s response, he recommends approval of Commission Letter #3.
