Mr. Cramer reported that the Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) Hamden property consists of a two-acre parcel improved with a 2-story, steel frame, brick veneer office building that contains a gross area of 24,108 square feet. Other principal site improvements consist of a free standing, 2,904 sq. ft. concrete block service shop and 50,000± sq. ft. of asphalt parking surface. Both buildings were constructed in 1971 and acquired by the State for $2,267,888± ($83.96/GSF) in 1980. The revised construction budget for the planned renovation is $2,212,051.
Mr. Cramer noted that on June 22, 2006, the Board approved the above-referenced “On-Call” Contract for a maximum cumulative fee of $300,000 and a term ending April 15, 2008 (PRB #06-155). On March 20, 2008, the Contract’s maximum total value was amended to $400,000 and the term extended six (6) months to expire on October 15, 2008. (PRB #08-94).  The current Task Letter #2B was authorized by the Public Works Commissioner on June 29, 2009 as a supplemental task and continuation of work undertaken by the consultant.

Mr. Cramer noted that the subject Task Letter #2B, in the amount of $13,000, will compensate the Architect for design work necessary to install approximately 10,000 square feet of temporary office space required to house DMV operations while the existing building is renovated.  The Architect’s total fee will now be $164,200, which is 7.4% of the current construction budget and below the 9.5% (B + renovations) rate used as a guideline setting fees.

Mr. Cramer noted that Commission Letter #2 is for a fee of $21,670 for engaging a consultant to provide civil engineering services in accordance with State Traffic Commission mandates, for the New State Public Health Laboratory, Rocky Hill.  While it was noted that these supplemental services should have been included in the original scope of work in the Architect’s contract, the services are necessary and supplemental to the Architect’s fee for basic services, which remains unchanged.

Flad & Associates, Inc., of Madison, Wisconsin, was awarded a contract in the amount of $4,907,385, which was 8% of the estimated construction budget of $49,988,000 (PRB File #07-60).  Commission Letter #1 authorized special services for audio/visual design in the amount of $17,600  (PRB  File  #09-141).  With Commission Letter #2, the Architect’s total fee is $4,946,655.  The revised construction budget estimate is $61,780,000.
