COMMUNICATIONS
Additional Construction Administration Services Needed.  Ms. Goodhouse reported that she had received two communications from DPW Project Managers concerning ongoing close-outs of two construction projects at regional vocational-technical schools.  Under Contract #BI-RT-830-ARC, Antinozzi Associates is responsible for construction administration services for some demolition, asbestos removal and clean up at Howell Cheney Technical High School, Manchester, and the Project Manager is preparing Commission Letter #6 to compensate the architect for services rendered between June and September 2009.

Under Contract #BI-RT-834-CA, Downes Construction Company is the construction administrator at E. C. Goodwin Technical High School.  The Project Manager is preparing a Commission Letter for additional construction administration services that are required through September 30, 2009, at an estimated cost of $25,000, for the following:
· coordinate and inspect on-going site restoration work required as part of  Project BI-RT-834A, “Relocatable Buildings”, which installed and removed modular classrooms; 
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· coordinate and facilitate outstanding MEP systems commissioning issues and post warranty responsibilities;
· facilitate and coordinate the correction of defective construction under warranty;
· coordinate and oversee the repair of broken irrigation lines and  installation of supplementary drainage to correct ponding on the athletic fields;
· assist DPW in the final close-out of the project.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that in 2003 (see PRB File #03-34), the State conveyed 7.026 acres to the City of Danbury for the construction of a magnet school, now known as the Western Connecticut Academy for International Studies Magnet School (for grades kindergarten through five).  The Deed also granted a permanent sanitary sewer easement and a permanent water line easement being limited in location to areas under the paved portion of the present road or located on another portion of the Westside campus of Western Connecticut State University (WCSU), only upon the prior written consent of the State.

Ms. Goodhouse said that the current Easement to be granted to the City grants the required consent and describes, with an A-2 survey and legal description, the easement area that will provide the City the ability to construct, maintain and repair the water and sewer lines appurtenant to the magnet school property.
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Ms. Goodhouse indicated that Board approval is recommended for the following reasons:

1. The conveyance complies with Section 4b-22a of the CGS under which DPW has the authority to grant easements to a municipal water or sewer authority.

2. S. A. 01-6 provided 7.026 acres of land to the City of Danbury for a magnet school.  Section 26(d) indicates that the State will allow infrastructure improvements and utility extensions necessary to carry out the construction of a magnet school.

3. The legal description in Exhibit A of the easement is consistent with the referenced survey map provided.

4. The easement has been approved by DPW Commissioner Curtis, and by a resolution of the Connecticut State University System, David G. Carter, Chancellor.

Mr. Cramer reported that on May 12, 2003, the Board approved the above-captioned contract with the Engineer for a total fee of $625,500 based on a construction budget of $7,890,000, and total project budget of $9,891,756 (PRB #03-168). In November 2003, Commission Letter #1 revised the total fee to $631,825, an increase $6,325 for a boundary survey for an easement to be granted to the South Central Connecticut Regional Water Authority for the installation of a water main as part of the fire protection upgrade for the university (PRB #03-498).
Mr. Cramer said that the subject project #CR-RS-243 concerns the design and construction administration services for fire protection and electrical upgrades to various buildings throughout the Southern Connecticut State University (SCSU) campus.  The project involves the installation of code compliant fire suppression systems in all SCSU campus dormitories.  Electrical infrastructure work includes the replacement of electrical feeds needed to provide power for booster pumps to increase water pressure, the provision of a generator for each building, and new water mains from the street to each building.  The project was originally planned to be bid in four separate construction contracts over a three year period during summer breaks.  Actually, the work has been carried out in six phases.    .

Mr. Cramer indicated that the subject Commission Letter #2 , for a fixed fee of $49,990, modifies the project scope as follows:

The project schedule now includes a study phase (schematic design) to determine if it is possible to extend a new 13.8kv feeder from the existing west campus electrical distribution loop extending from Connecticut Hall to Schwartz Hall, a run of approximately 1,200 feet.  If the study phase shows that it is possible to extend the loop, then DeCarlo and Doll, Inc. shall 
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continue with the Construction Documents submittal.  If the study determines that extending a feeder is not possible then the contract will end.  The revised construction budget is $6,292,404; the revised total project budget is $8,793,000.

The proposed Commission Letter will compensate the Engineer for the following additional services:
