Mr. Labossiere reported that the subject proposal is to provide space at the York Correctional 
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Institution in Niantic for the non-exclusive, temporary use of buildings at 219 Roxbury Road for the purpose of operating a children’s day care center by the Licensee, The Children’s Gathering.  He said that the term of the License Agreement is for five years.
Mr. Labossiere stated that in consideration of the license granted by this Agreement, the Licensee shall reimburse the Licensor for any damages, other than normal wear and tear, incurred to the property.  The Licensee is to carry Commercial General Liability Insurance in a combined single minimum amount of $1,000,000.  Either party may terminate this Agreement with 30 days written notice.

Mr. Cramer reported that at its meeting on August 23, 2007, the Board voted to suspend Commission Letter #11 pending written confirmation that the revisions to electrical plans and specifications ($5,940) to include emergency shut-off switches in the affected shop areas of Buildings C and D is not a code and/or Department of Education requirement that pre-dated the completion of Contract Documents and therefore, should have been incorporated in the Architect’s initial electrical plans and specifications.
Mr. Babiarz stated that on August 27, 2007, he received an e-mail message from Project Manager Glenn Washburn indicating that the revisions to the electrical plans and specifications to include emergency shut-off switches in the affected shop areas of Buildings C and D is clearly an agency request that was requested after the project was in construction and well on its way to being built (See Attachment B).  
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After further discussion, the Board agreed that the subject Commission Letter should be approved with the following note:

The Board believes the $5,940 fee included in Commission Letter #11 to compensate the architect for revisions to electrical plans and specifications for the purpose of adding emergency shut-off switches at selected locations in each applicable trade shop should have been incorporated in the initial design. Irrespective of code, the safety of the students and any other users of the shop equipment should have been an overriding consideration in the initial electrical design.
