Mr. Babiarz recommended that the Board approve the subject Quitclaim Deed to convey approximately 5.53+/- acres (241,037 sq. ft.) of vacant land to the Town of Griswold for an administrative fee of $1,000 in accordance with Section 16 of Special Act No. 07-11.  He said the Town must use the parcel for recreational purposes only.  If the Town does not use the parcel for this purpose; sells or leases all or any portion of the land; or does not develop recreational fields on the parcel within five (5) years of the date of conveyance, the property title reverts to the State.

In connection with the Department of Transportation’s on-going reconstruction of Quinnipiac Avenue in New Haven, Mr. Babiarz recommended Board approval to expend the sum of $7,125, rounded, to acquire a 208 sq. ft. slope easement and site improvements (tree and landscaping).  He said that the 0.16-acre lot affected by the acquisition is improved with a two-family dwelling.  The slope easement spans all of the parcel’s 40 feet of frontage along the west side of Quinnipiac Avenue and averages approximately 5-feet in depth.  
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Mr. Babiarz indicated that the proposed compensation represents a negotiated settlement.  DOT’s initial offer was $5,600 based on a percentage rate of 50% applicable to the easement and $3,000 for the loss of landscaping.  He said that additional negotiation to recapture any portion of the $1,525 differential is not cost effective.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Commission Letter, for a fee not-to-exceed $34,825, is to compensate the Architect for the following scope revisions:
1. Survey Services (Purcell Associates) - $16,225

Congruent with Special Act 08-8, Section 22, perform A-2 surveys of 1374 and 1376 West Main Street and an existing Passway and delineate the boundaries of a new easement to permit the property owners at 1392 and 1404 West Main Street to have access rights to State property so they can access city streets.  Provide a legal description of the parcels and easement, mylars for recording, any necessary transfer maps, and set concrete or stone monuments to pin the boundaries.

2. Telecommunication Room Power and Cooling (Amenta/Emma) - $7,800

The changes in telecommunications to voice-over internet protocol system (VOIP) require revisions to room configurations, lighting, cooling, and related MEP systems.  The Architect 
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shall prepare a separate bid package for the Intermediate Distribution Feeder/Main Distribution Feeder concerning IDF rooms 008, 114 and 229 and MDF room 119, attend the pre-bid meeting, and provide construction administration services for the separate construction contract.

3. Enhance Security Systems (Amenta/Emma) - $10,800

Prepare a complete set of specifications, designs and separate bid package for electronic locking system for all exterior doors and a limited number of interior doors and increase the number of security cameras.  Configure the system to lockdown from a central control panel.  Provide construction administration services.

After review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #7.
