At its meeting on August 26, 2010, the Board requested that additional information be obtained from the Department of Transportation (DOT) concerning the Part 150 Noise Study and operations at the Waterbury-Oxford Airport.  This information was received from DOT on August 30, 2010 and provided to the Board for review.

In January 2009, DOT received approval from the Federal Aviation Administration to conduct a federal program for the voluntary acquisition of 72 single-family homes exposed to significant airport noise levels, or alternatively the voluntary noise insulation of the portion of these homes that are located beyond the limits of the Runway Projection Zone.  The 72 homes lie within the Runway Projection Zone, are adjacent to it, or are within certain decibel day night level (DNL) noise contours.  After the 72 homes were identified, DOT contacted each owner to let them know they were eligible to participate in the voluntary acquisition program.  

The two proposals referenced above (PRB Files #10-213 & #10-222) are part of ten Phase One acquisitions.

After review of the additional information provided by DOT, the Board unanimously agreed to approve PRB Files #10-213 and #10-222.

Grantee as a result of a public bid.
Mr. Greenberg reported that the Department of Transportation (DOT) proposes to release 1.05+/- acres of land, together with a colonial-style dwelling that contains 3,065 sq. ft. of gross living area, which is located at 84 Bobby’s Court, Ridgefield.  The single-family home was acquired September 19, 1995 for the “Super 7” project for $395,000. Although the highway was never constructed, Section 13a-85b prevented properties purchased for “Super 7” from being sold.  The statute was recently revised to allow sale of “Super 7” properties.

The proposed sale complies with Sections 4b-21, 3-14b, and 13a-80 of the CGS. In order, DPW, OPM, DDS, DECD and DEP declined an offer to acquire custody and control, and the Town of Ridgefield declined an invitation to purchase.  The legislative delegation was also notified of the sale. Efforts were made to contact the prior owner, Mr. Michael Robson, at his last known address but no response was received.
On December 3, 2009 an appraisal was prepared by DOT Staff Appraiser Anthony J. DeLucco, who determined the value of the property to be $710,000.  An additional appraisal was performed by DOT Staff Appraiser Michael Aletta on December 3, 2010, who determined the value of the property to be $700,000.  The appraisal prepared by Mr. DeLucco was accepted and registered by DOT on January 4, 2010.
A public bid was held on June 17, 2010 with a minimum bid stipulation of $532,500.  One bid was submitted in the amount of $532,500 by Robert J. Creamer, who is currently renting the dwelling.

Mr. Norman reported that the subject project involves the complete renovation of 128,000 gross sq. ft. (GSF) of existing buildings constructed on a 23-acre campus in 1952± and the construction of an additional 100,000± GSF of new building area. The project also includes extensive site work that affects athletic fields, paved parking and site drainage. Total building area upon project completion is 228,000± GSF. Construction and total project budgets revised July 2008 remain $43,909,500 and $66,070,645.

Commission Letter #7 revises the Architect’s total fee from $3,783,729 to $3,861,729. The $78,000 increase is a not-to-exceed fee and is intended to compensate the Architect to provide the following additional services:
Architectural, structural, mechanical, electrical and plumbing services to fit out approximately 4,000 sq. ft. to accept the new Health Technology program.  This includes acoustical ceilings, flooring, modifications to mechanical, electrical, plumbing and fire protection systems to accommodate a new computer room, two exam rooms, one office, a reception area, a waiting area, a linen room, a demonstration area, and a storage room.

The scope of work to be performed is in addition to the scope of work being conducted under Task Letter #2 under the subject “on-call” Contract.  Task Letter #2A involves investigating pedestrian crossing safety solutions along White Street at the Western Connecticut State University’s (WCSU) Midtown campus.  The Consultant shall perform a study that will 
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consist primarily of a Pedestrian Signal Warrant Analysis and a conceptual discussion of other traffic calming/safety measures as follows:
· Using existing counts performed for the WCSU Master Plan Environmental Impact Evaluation, conduct a warrant for a mid-block pedestrian signal along White Street in Danbury, Connecticut, at the WCSU campus.

· Based on a field review, determine the optimal location for a mid-block crosswalk.

· Determine the feasibility of potential traffic calming/pedestrian safety options at a conceptual level.

· Attend up to four meetings with the University, City, and other stakeholders.
