Executive Order #33 Budget Allotment as of September 1, 2009.  Ms. Goodhouse advised the Board members that on September 2, 2009, Governor Rell issued Executive Order No. 33 concerning the emergency that exists due to the lack of an approved appropriations act for the fiscal year commencing July 1, 2009.  Executive Order No. 33 allots $17,961 for operating expenses, until such time as the General Assembly’s newly passed budget goes into effect, which is anticipated to be September 8, 2009.
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FY 2010 and FY 2011 Appropriations.  Ms. Goodhouse reported that as of September 8, 2009, the budget passed in the August 31, 2009 session of the General Assembly merges the State Properties Review Board with the Department of Administrative Services, and that DAS Commissioner Brenda L. Sisco has requested a meeting to discuss the transition.

Ms. Goodhouse explained that the subject proposal is to release four parcels of DOT land, located outside of the right-of-way for Route 72, Broad Street, Bristol.  As made apparent by the survey map, the release areas are not necessary for state highway purposes.  Release Parcels 1 and 2 are portions of larger takings acquired for improvements to Route 72 at a total cost of $30,400.  Release Parcels 3 and 4 are released as taken, and were acquired for $2,200 and $6,300, respectively.  The Department of Transportation (DOT) acquired the properties in 1995 in connection with intersection improvements on Route 72 at Emmett Street and Andrews Street.
Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval for the following reasons:

1. The Department of Transportation has authority under C.G.S. Section 13a-80 to release the subject parcels to the Town of Bristol.

2. The Quitclaim deed specifies that the release parcels will be used for highway purposes only.

3. The legal description is consistent with the survey provided.

4. The release will allow these parcels to become part of the Town road right-of-way for Emmett and Andrews Streets.
