Mr. Millstein reported on his site inspection of the subject property. He stated that the Department of Transportation (DOT) is proposing to acquire the subject property, which consists of 13,068+/- sq. ft. of land, in its entirety.  Mr. Millstein said that the property is located on the southerly side of Interstate Route 84 and adjacent to a DOT maintenance facility in Farmington.  He noted that a portion of DOT’s salt shed encroaches upon the Grantor’s property.
Mr. Millstein indicated that the highest and best use of this property is assemblage to the Department of Transportation, the sole abutter.  Although the subject land being acquired is non-conforming to zoning and is legally landlocked, the DOT Staff Appraiser John Kerr believes that there exists a premium to be paid by DOT due to the fact of the State’s encroachment onto the Grantor’s property.  After reviewing the subject and comparable sales data and making reasonable adjustments for differences in characteristics, the appraiser arrived at a “before” and “after” unit value of $5.00 per sq. ft. (13,068+/- sq. ft. x $5.00 per sq. ft. = $66,000, rounded).
Based upon his review and site inspection of the subject, Mr. Millstein recommended that the Board approve the subject voucher for a total acquisition cost of $66,000.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Commission Letter #2, for a fee not-to-exceed $65,000, is to compensate the Architect for expanded construction administration services during the construction phase (CAc) as follows:

· Observe the progress of construction daily, 20 hours per week for the construction duration of 210 calendar days, in order to determine whether there appears to be any defects or deficiencies in construction work or departure from plans and specifications and materials specified.

· Coordinate the work of involved firms, witness all tests required by contract documents and complete daily reports.

· Track and maintain field files concerning all Requests for Information and Requests for Proposals, change directives, change orders, etc.

· Actively manage all job-site question and problems and facilitate answers and resolutions.

Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #2 based on the following:

1. The schedules of fees incorporated in the Commission Letter are reasonable (the Commission Letter represents an average hourly rate of $108.33 for CAc services not-to-exceed 600 hours).

2. All requests for payment must be certified as to actual hours worked and rates applied.

3. The State has the right to audit records associated with the Commission Letter.

4. The CA services proposed are in addition to, and not a replication of the CA services contained in Section 2E and Terms and Conditions, Article VII, of the Contract dated June 2, 2004.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Commission Letter #2 is to reflect a $19,488 upward adjustment in the architect’s fee for expanded construction administration services to a not-to-exceed sum of $114,888.  This adjustment recognizes a 13-month delay in the construction start date from April 2006 to May 2007 following an appropriation of funds.  Mr. Babiarz noted that Article IX, C of the Architect’s Contract states that if the State reactivates any assigned work covered, in whole or part, in excess of one (1) year from the time work was suspended, the Architect and State may renegotiate the fees for the work or either party may unilaterally terminate the contract.
Based upon his review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #2
