Ms. Goodhouse reported that the subject release is a triangular parcel bounded on two sides by highways and on the third side by other land of the Grantee.  She said that access to Route 130 and the Interstate 95 access ramp are denied.  Ms. Goodhouse stated that the release parcel is subject to a slope easement, an easement for existing utilities to slope, and an easement to maintain drainage pipes and structures, all as shown on the survey map referenced in the deed and to be recorded in the Bridgeport Land Records. 
Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the subject is part of a 3.34-acre parcel acquired in 1956 for $148,500, and located on the southeasterly side of Route 130 (Stratford Avenue) and an Interstate 95 access ramp.  The Grantee, Bridgeport Port Authority, is a non-profit, quasi-public agency.  The release, which is pursuant to Section 15 of Special Act 07-11 specifies no monetary consideration except for administrative costs, which are recited as $1,000 in the deed.  Further, the property reverts to the State if the Bridgeport Port Authority does not use the land for economic development and waterfront related purposes, does not retain ownership of all of said parcel, or leases all or any portion of said parcel.

Based upon her review, Ms. Goodhouse recommends Board approval of the subject release.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that in connection with intersection improvements on State Route 502 (Silver Lane) at Forbes Street in East Hartford, the Department of Transportation (DOT) proposes to acquire 602 sq. ft. of land in fee, at a unit value of $9.00 per sq. ft., and a 626 sq. ft. easement to slope for a total acquisition cost of $8,200.00.
Ms. Goodhouse stated that the subject property is vacant land situated on the north side of Silver Lane, Route 502, East Hartford, and is a portion of a 4.90-acre parcel, zoned B-1, and conforms to the zoning 
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requirements of the business zone.  She said originally, DOT presented an offer to the owner based on $4.00 per sq. ft.  The owner’s representative provided DOT with two comparable sales on Silver Lane valued at $17.00 and $24.00 per sq. ft.   Ms. Goodhouse indicated that DOT Property Agent Michele London did not find these sales comparable to the subject, but her research identified three recent sales on Silver Lane valued at $7.98, $17.69 and $20.44 per sq. ft.  Through negotiation, the parties agreed on a unit value of $9.00 per sq. ft. as just compensation for the subject property.
Based on her review, Ms. Goodhouse recommends Board approval of the subject voucher.
