Release of 5.60+/- acres of vacant land to Town of Old Saybrook for

recreational purposes only, pursuant to Special Act 02-9, Section 13.
Mr. Babiarz reported that Special Act 02-9, Section 13 (February 2002 Session), requires the Commissioner of Transportation to convey to the Town of Old Saybrook the subject property at a cost equal to the administrative costs of making such conveyance.  The Town must use the property for recreational purposes.  If the Town does not use said property for said purpose, does not retain ownership of all of said property, or leases all or any portion of said property, title reverts to the State.

Mr. Babiarz noted that, although the Special Act references a parcel consisting of 9.1+/- acres, the land actually available for conveyance consists of 5.60+/- acres.  He further noted that the property contains contaminated materials which the Department of Transportation must remediate per order of the Department of Environmental Protection.  It is reported that this remediation will occur during the next few months.  Due to the length of time required for the environmental testing and remediation, this conveyance has been in progress for approximately the past five years.

Mr. Babiarz recommended approval of this file to convey 5.60+/- acres of vacant land to the Town of Old Saybrook for $1,000 as it effects the terms of the Special Act, the Quitclaim Deed and release maps are consistent and have been approved by the State Treasurer.
