Ms. Goodhouse reported that in this file the Department of Transportation (DOT) proposes to acquire an easement to slope for the support of the highway (1,798 sq. ft.), an easement for a temporary work area to construct a driveway (477.3 sq. ft.), a right to grade (100.7 sq. ft.), a right to construct a driveway (2,045.25 sq. ft.), a right to construct a concrete sidewalk (13.4 sq. ft.), a right to install sedimentation control, and a right to remove and relocate a flag pole on the premises.  In addition, mature trees and a portion of a

retaining wall will be removed.  She stated that these acquisitions are for a DOT project to reconstruct Guernseytown Road from Crestview Drive to Skilton Road in Watertown.
Ms. Goodhouse further stated that DOT Property Agent Michael Mickiewicz prepared an Estimate of Compensation estimating the total value of the acquisitions to be $4,000 based upon a unit value of $2.50 per sq. ft.  The property owner, Mr. George D. Gregoire, rejected the State’s offer as being insufficient because the slope easement would result in a loss of privacy and the replacement of the mature trees would be more than the $1,000 estimate.  After negotiation, DOT and the owner reached a settlement in the amount of $6,500.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval of the resulting Agreement for Just Compensation as it complies with applicable State statutes governing the acquisition of property required by DOT for highway purposes.  She also felt that the estimate of compensation for the loss of mature trees was too low and the cut slope undervalued and therefore, the settlement seemed reasonable and in the best interest of the State.
