2006-2007 State Properties Review Board Annual Report to the Governor.  Ms. Goodhouse advised the Board that a “draft” of the Board’s Annual Report to the Governor for Fiscal Year ended 2007 has been provided for review.  Upon a cursory review, the Board recommended that a footnote be added to Table II (Savings) to indicate that “The above savings and budget expenditures have been audited through Fiscal Year 2005”.  In addition, the Board suggested that the comment regarding Appendix I, Claims, be expanded to indicate that the claims report will be provided by the Department of Public Works at a later date, and that Board Recommendation #5 regarding change orders be rewritten to include some form of peer review.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that at its meeting on July 19, 2007, the Board voted to suspend the subject proposal for the following reason:

An up-to-date letter must be sent to the Town of Enfield offering it the opportunity to purchase the 3.88+/- acres as is currently proposed.  Upon receipt of the aforementioned letter indicating that the Town is not interested, the Board will resume its review of the subject release.
She said that on September 18, 2007, the Department of Transportation (DOT) submitted a copy of a letter it sent to the Town of Enfield, dated July 19, 2007, notifying the Town of the State’s intention to sell 3.88+/- acres located on Interstate 91 at Connecticut Route 220 (Elm Street) and requesting the Town to indicate whether or not it has any interest in purchasing said land within 45 days.  Ms. Goodhouse noted that no response was received from the Town of Enfield in the 45 day period and, therefore, the Town has waived its right to purchase the property.
Based on this information, Ms. Goodhouse recommended that the Board approve the subject release of 3.88+/- acres to Centro Enfield LLC for a sales price of $2,054,460.
