Ms. Goodhouse reported that the subject voucher is for the acquisition of a defined easement for aerial highway appurtenances containing 3,657+/- sq. ft. on U.S. Route 1 between William and Chase Streets, Bridgeport.  The easement requires the removal of the Grantor’s improvements as follows: three light poles with bases and wiring; a mature tree in front of the restaurant, and two brick pillars with bases, wiring, poles and lights.  
Ms. Goodhouse said that an appraisal report was prepared.  The unit price of $12.00 per sq. ft. indicates a site value of $6,400,000 (land only) for 12.156 acres in a business/commercial zone.  The 
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highest and best use is the present use.  There are two buildings on site, a restaurant and a multi-tenant shopping plaza, which are unaffected by the “take”  The appraiser determined that the aerial easement would decrease the value of the impacted area by 25%.  The acquisition is summarized below:

Ms. Goodhouse reported that pursuant to Special Act No. 06-10, Section 20, she recommends that the Board approve the subject Mutual Exchange Deed wherein the Commissioner of Environmental Protection will convey 4,960 sq. ft. of land to Jon and Lynda Morhardt in exchange for the receipt of 5,000 sq. ft. of land from the Morhardts.

Ms. Goodhouse said that the survey map accompanying the proposal shows a strip of land approximately 8 feet by 620 feet located on the easterly sideline of a 2.83 acre residential lot (114 Valley Falls Road, Vernon) owned by Jon and Lynda Morhardt.  The survey reveals that a retaining wall, in addition to a fence, encroach on the State’s land.  The fence will be removed from the State’s 
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property.  However, in order to correct the encroachment of the retaining wall without removing a necessary structure, the subject exchange of property was negotiated.  In exchange, the Morhardts are releasing a triangular-shaped area at the rear of their lot of approximately equal size which  borders the Hop River State Park Bike Trail.
Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the Hop River State Park Bike Trail is about 20 miles long and is for easy mountain biking, walking, or horseback riding.  There are several cross trails leading to private land as well as State land.  The Shenipsit Trail follows the Hop River Bike Trail from about a half mile north of Bolton Notch State Park to Valley Falls Park.
