Mr. Greenberg moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

COMMUNICATIONS
PRB File #07-277- Lease Renewal – One West Main Street, Meriden.  Mr. Babiarz advised the Board the subject lease proposal has been withdrawn by the Department of Public Works pending receipt of statutory certifications/affidavits.
2006-2007 ANNUAL REPORT TO THE GOVERNOR.  Mr. Babiarz reported that the Board’s annual report has been revised to include comments made by the Board at its last meeting.  He noted that he took out the reference made relative to Claims on page 3 of the report and inserted a comment indicating that the report concerning the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2007 claims experience will not be available by October 1, 2007, the statutory date for the Board’s report to the Governor.  Mr. Babiarz said that he spoke to Ed Curley, Project Manager, who is responsible for developing this information, and Mr. Curley indicated that due to his time schedule, he is not certain when the claims information will be available.  Lastly, Mr. Babiarz advised the Board that he has rewritten paragraph 5 under the “Board Recommendations” section.
After discussion, the Board unanimously agreed to send its 2006-2007 Annual Report to the Governor as revised (See Attachment A).

Pursuant to Section 6 of Special Act 07-11, Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval to Quitclaim 19,200+/- sq. ft. of land to the City of Norwich for park and recreational use only.  As cited in the Act, the conveyance to the City shall be made at a cost equal to the administrative costs of making such conveyance, which is $1,000.00.  Ms. Goodhouse noted that the property reverts to the State if the City does not use said parcel for said purposes; does not retain ownership of all of said parcel; or leases all or any portion of said parcel. 
Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the subject is a rectangular parcel of land situated between Lorenzo Street and Elijah Street.  The parcel measures 120 feet by 160 feet and is the site of a memorial to an Indian sachem.  The property was deeded to the State in 1937 by The Society of Colonial Wars in the State of Connecticut.

Mr. Cramer indicated that the subject proposed Amendment #5 is to compensate the Architect for the following:

Modify contract documents to incorporate changed on-site conditions, code requirements and DOC security requirements; provide construction budget estimates …………………………… $   132,650

Sub-consultant investigations and testing services ………………………………………..          7,000

Mr. Babiarz reported that on August 16, 2007, the Department of Public Works (DPW) Project Manager withdrew the subject Amendment #5 in order to re-write the Amendment from a total fixed fee of $1,714,984 to a not-to-exceed fee of $1,714,984.  Mr. Babiarz said that given the magnitude of the projected man hours and proposed 6.19% rate, he suggested to the Project Manager that it would be advisable to revise the proposed Amendment to provide the following cost controls:

· Define the $1,114,274 fee for expanded construction administration services as a not-to-exceed amount to be billed in partial monthly increments.

· Require certification of the accuracy of monthly invoices.

· Incorporate an appropriate schedule of hourly rates per man-hour.

· Retain the right to audit associated records.

He also stated that the standard construction administration services in the amount of $441,060 should be handled in the same manner, and therefore, there would be no reason to impose arbitrary fees.

Mr. Babiarz advised the Board that DPW submitted a revised Amendment #5 to incorporate the changes recommended above on September 25, 2007.
