Mr. Cramer reported that on April 24, 2002, the Board approved an Architect’s contract for the construction of a new technology building at Naugatuck Valley Community College with Amenta/Emma Architects for a total fee of $1,767,000 based upon a $22,906,500 construction budget.  The total project budget was $30,980,948.  Following seven (7) commission letters and two (2) Amendments, the Architect’s total fee is $3,725,830.  Construction and total project budgets are $25,157,000 and $31,501,548, respectively.
Mr. Cramer stated that the subject Second Amendment extends the Architect’s standard and enhanced Construction Administration services for a period of five (5) months at a total cost of $308,955 as follows:

1.  Standard Construction Administration (CA) Services - $110,000

The contract with Lawrence Brunoli, General Contractor, provided for a construction period of 640 calendar days commencing May 22, 2006 and ending February 21, 2008.  Article VII C of the Architect’s contract entitles the consultant to additional compensation if there is construction overrun 
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in excess of 25% of the 640 construction period.  Therefore, the 25% overrun terminates after 160 calendar days; that is, on July 30, 2008.

The Second Amendment will compensate the Architect $110,000 for the five month period commencing August 2, 2008 through January 2, 2009.  Therefore, the standard CA services are for a term of 153 calendar days at an average rate of $718.95 per day.

The Architect’s compensation rate for the initial 640 days of construction was $742.97 per calendar day (Standard CA fee $475,500 ÷ 640 days = $742.97)
2.  Enhanced Construction Administration Services - $198,955

The Second Amendment will compensate the Architect $198,955 for an additional five months of Enhanced Construction Administration service commencing May 22, 2008 through October 22, 2008.  The above service is for a period of 153 calendar days at an average rate of $1,300.36 per day.

The initial 24 months of enhanced CA service was for a term of 730 calendar days beginning May 22,2006 and ending May 21, 2008.  The fee incorporated into the First Amendment for enhanced CA was $955,000 or $1,308.22 per calendar day.

After review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of the Second Amendment.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Commission Letter, for a fixed fee of $4,000, is to extend the professional liability insurance coverage for a term of one year ending June 1, 2009.  The proposal is accompanied by a letter from Camilleri & Clarke that confirms the policy term, $4,000 premium for the excess coverage and a premium payment on May 30, 2008 (the annual aggregate coverage is $3,000,000).
Based upon his review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #12.
