Release of 26,119+/- sq. ft. of land to the Town for municipal purposes.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended the approval of this transfer of 26,119+/- sq. ft. of State land used for a municipal park, and containing the Town of Andover’s Veterans Memorial, to the Town of Andover.  There is no monetary consideration.  The land was acquired for highway purposes in conjunction with the relocation of Route 6, and is located at Route 316 and Route 6 in the center of Andover.  Because the use of the property is changing from highway purposes to municipal purposes, the Department of Transportation completed a review as required under the Connecticut Environmental Policy Act.  The review concluded that the change in land use would have no significant environmental impact.  The conveyance complies with Section 13a-80 of the Statutes, governing the release of excess property by the Commissioner of Transportation.

To acquire a 670+/- sq. ft. easement to construct and maintain a retaining 


wall; a temporary work area easement of 192+/- sq. ft.; and rights to 


construct concrete walk and to remove concrete sidewalk; with contributory 


value for walk and hedges.

Ms. Goodhouse recommended approval of the subject Department of Transportation (DOT) proposal to acquire the above-referenced easements, and to compensate the grantor for site improvements to be removed.  She noted that the conveyance complies with Section 13a-73(c) which governs the acquisition of property by the commissioner of transportation for highway purposes; and the estimate of compensation justifies the cost of the acquisition.

The compensation offered is $7,800, based on the following analysis, prepared by Mark J. Mickiewicz of DOT:
