COMMUNICATIONS
News Release.  Mr. Babiarz provided the Board with a news release, dated September 30, 2008, entitled “Governor Rell Orders $35 Million in Additional Rescissions”.  He said that Governor Rell announced she is ordering a second round of State budget cuts that amount to about $35.4 million.  Mr. Babiarz indicated that this round of cuts does not affect the Board.  Reportedly, the rescissions will affect social service agencies (See Attachment A).
CBS Outdoor Buys Billboards in Connecticut, Florida.  Ms. Goodhouse provided the Board with a Bloomberg report, dated September 23, 2008, which indicates that CBS Corp., controlled by Sumner Redstone, agreed to buy billboards in Connecticut and Florida to expand its outdoor advertising division.  The company is buying the billboards from Denver-based NextMedia Group LLC, according to a September 22nd report from the U.S. Federal Trade Commission in Washington (See Attachment B).  
SPRB Proposed Billboard Regulations.  Ms. Goodhouse reported that this morning she received the Board’s proposed billboard regulations back from the Office of the Attorney General approved.  She said that the next step is to send them to the State Legislature’s Regulation Review Committee.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that the Department of Transportation (DOT) proposes to release to the sole abutter 6,112+/- sq. ft. for the sales price of $3,900.00, which includes an administrative fee of $500.00.  She said that the release is a non-conforming triangular-shaped parcel located on the southerly side of Route 202 (Litchfield Turnpike) in a residential zone.  The release to the abutter will remedy the encroachment of a shed on State property.  All rights of access to Route 202 are denied.
Ms. Goodhouse said that before assemblage, the Grantee’s property at 22 Ramstein Road is 9.5 acres improved with a 2,095 sq. ft. ranch, constructed in 1971.  After assemblage, the lot size increases to 9.64 acres.  The value of the improvements is unaffected by the assemblage.  She said that DOT Staff Appraiser Bruce Cowdrey used three comparable sales of vacant residential land that sold in the range of $.56 to $.99 per sq. ft.  After making appropriate adjustments, Mr. Cowdrey estimated the value of the subject land at $.56 per sq. ft.  This is a lot value of $231,700 before the assemblage and $235,100 after the assemblage.  The release parcel’s value is thus estimated to be $3,400.

After discussion, Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval of the subject release.
