Ms. Goodhouse reported that the Department of Transportation (DOT) proposes to acquire the easements described below on the east side of Maple Street so that improvements can be made to Maple Street and the bridge over Farm River.  The property affected is .87 acres of residential land improved with a circa 1948 cape style dwelling.  The cape is 4 rooms:  2 bedrooms, 1 bath with only the first floor area of 838 sq. ft. being finished. The lot is located at the southeasterly corner intersection of North High Street (Route 100) and Maple Street.

Ms. Goodhouse stated that the subject acquisition was valued by DOT staff appraiser Michael Aletta based on the market of the value before and after the taking, as follows:
