However, Secretary Genuario is authorizing the Board to establish a part-time position for Fiscal Year 2008 (7/1/07 to 6/30/08) funded within the Agency’s available Personal Services appropriation.  In addition, an expansion option for Fiscal Year 2009 (7/1/08 to 
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6/30/09) may be submitted to OPM to evaluate the addition of a full-time position to State Properties Review Board (See Attachment A).

Ms. Goodhouse recommended that the Board approve the subject month-to-month lease at a rental rate of $1,700 per month of a residential dwelling situated on a 1.04 acre parcel located at 62 Picketts Ridge Road, Redding.  She noted that the property was acquired by the Department of Transportation (DOT) for the proposed Route 7 highway right-of-way.  The dwelling has 7 rooms and an attached two-car garage.  A July 2005 appraisal established the rent at $2,100/month.  The prior tenant paid $1,700 per month (rental agreement approved by the Board on December 12, 2005 under PRB File #05-339).

Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the property was advertised for rent and two open houses were held that attracted six parties, two of whom offered to rent the premises for $650 per month and $1,700 per month.  She said that Board approval is recommended for the following reasons:

1. The rental rate is reasonably supported by the July 2005 appraisal of the property.

2. The rental agreement is in the standard form previously reviewed and approved by the Board.

3. Should the property remain vacant, it will be subject to deterioration and vandalism and will not produce any income for the state.

4. DOT duly qualified (credit check, proof of income) the tenant who offered $1,700/month.

Mr. Babiarz reported that on March 8, 2002, the Board approved a Construction Administrator’s (CA) contract with Skanska USA Building, Inc. for construction phase services in the amount of $2,650,000.  The CA’s construction phase services are for a duration of 990 calendar days and include a 2 month closeout period.  He said that a memo accompanying the Contract advised that the Consultant may be engaged to provide Commissioning Services at a later date.
Mr. Babiarz stated that the proposed Amendment #1 engages the Consultant to provide Commissioning Services “throughout the construction phase” at a fixed fee of $266,000 and expands the scope of the Consultant’s construction administration services to include oversight of the widening of the New London Turnpike and intersection improvements at the junction of Salem Turnpike (Route 82) and New London Turnpike for a fixed fee of $125,336.
Mr. Babiarz said that he recommends Board approval of Amendment #1 pending resolution of the following:
The CA’s proposal letter, dated April 20, 2007, stipulates that Commissioning Services will be provided for “a construction duration of 32 months, which includes a three (3) month project closeout period ending December 31, 2009.”  The aforesaid equates to 975 calendar days and therefore, conflicts with the CA construction contract duration of 990 calendar days that includes a closeout of 2 months.
The First Amendment (page 2) states that Commissioning Services are to be provided “throughout the construction phase of the project.”  If the construction phase of the project is 
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for a period other than 990 calendar days, the absence of specificity in the Amendment, vis-à-vis the Contract and Consultant’s proposal letter, could expose the State to additional fees.

Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of the subject Task Letter #2A, which is intended to compensate the Consultant an additional $50,000 for the following scope expansion:

· Modify storm drainage system to accommodate the new baseball, softball, soccer and recreational fields;

· Modify sanitary sewer system for reconfiguration of fields;

· Design a retaining wall between the baseball/softball field and soccer field for the purpose of directing storm water runoff;

· Assist CCSU to obtain a storm water discharge permit from the State of Connecticut, Department of Environmental Protection;

· Prepare final contract documents;

· Provide construction administration services including bidding, job meeting and site visits to ensure conformance with contract documents, review shop drawings and respond to contractor requests for information; and

· Assist in preparation of change orders and prepare a punch list for substantial completion.
