ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 17, 2007.  Mr. Greenberg moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to accept the minutes of September 17, 2007 as corrected.  The motion passed unanimously.
COMMUNICATIONS
Reimbursement of Expenses.  Mr. Cramer moved and Mr. Millstein seconded a motion to approve reimbursement of meeting and mileage fees to Messrs. Pepe and Greenberg for their inspection of property in West Haven on October 12, 2007 (PRB File #07-285).  The motion passed unanimously.

PRB File #07-283 – Amendment #1 - Skanska USA Building Inc. - Consolidation of Three Rivers Community College, Norwich.  Mr. Babiarz reported that at the last meeting, the Board approved the subject First Amendment to Skanska’s construction administration contract but held its approval memorandum pending clarification of the actual construction duration from the Department of Public Works.

Mr. Babiarz indicated that on Friday, October 12, 2007, he received an e-mail message from Project Manager Dennis Tovey that states the following:
“… please note that commissioning services will be performed during the construction phase

of the project.  Construction started on April 23, 2007 and is scheduled for 990 days ending January 6, 2010.  Commissioning will commence with the approval of the contract amendment and continue during construction until completed …”.

Mr. Babiarz said that based upon the response received from Mr. Tovey, the Board’s approval memo was hand-delivered to the Department of Public Works on Friday, October 12, 2007.

Messrs. Pepe and Greenberg reported on their site visit to West Haven to inspect the subject property.  They noted that the Department of Transportation (DOT) proposes to acquire the subject property in its entirety, which consists of 5,200+/- sq. ft. of land improved with a single-family residence (944 sq. ft. gross living area) in connection with a project to construct a new train station in West Haven.  The property is located in a light manufacturing zone along the railroad corridor.
Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the subject acquisition is the first voucher the Board has received for this project.  Ms. Goodhouse said that she has contacted DOT to find out the scope of this project.  She noted that the proposed acquisition cost of $165,000 appears to be reasonably supported by three recent comparable sales of similar houses in close proximity to the subject.
