Ms. Goodhouse explained that the proposal concerns the construction of a new train station in West Haven for commuters using Metro North.  The project requires the taking of 16 parcels.  This is the 7th property reviewed by the Board.
The proposal before the Board is a modification of PRB #09-156, which was approved by the Board on July 30, 2009.  The affected property is .52 acres currently improved with a medical office building.  The Department of Transportation (DOT) is a taking 497+/- square feet at the site’s corner.  The State will also compensate the owner for its requirements for a slope easement.  A mapping error was detected and corrected, and the revisions increased the area affected by the slope easement from 153+/- sq. ft. to 336+/- sq. ft.  DOT also requires a defined traffic easement affecting 249+/- sq. ft.  No site or building improvements other than a lawn area will be impacted by the project.

The zone is TOD, which is a new transportation development zone for the proposed railroad station.  Public utilities included water, sanitary sewer and natural gas.

Mark J. Mickiewicz of DOT prepared an estimate of compensation based on $12.00 per sq. ft. as follows:

The owner had disagreed that the slope easement would only impact 30% of the value of the disturbed area.  Based on the increased area affected by the slope easement, the owner made a counteroffer of $9,700, which was agreed to by Transportation as a negotiated settlement.
