Discovery in Litigation and the Preservation of Electronic Data.  The Board discussed a letter received from the Office of the Attorney General concerning federal discovery procedures involving electronically stored data.  Essentially, all electronic data is potentially discoverable, and it is the obligation of government entities and their employees to preserve potentially relevant electronic data once the reasonable likelihood of litigation becomes apparent.  The October 13, 2009 letter from Assistant Attorney General Susan Quinn Cobb, Department Head, Special Litigation, and the Board’s response are appended (See Attachments A & B).

The above-referenced On-Calls are the 7th in a series of Mechanical, Electrical, & Plumbing Engineering Support Services Contracts (MEP) awarded by the Department of Public Works (DPW) since 1996 to augment State personnel in the preparation of design plans, specifications, estimates and studies for various projects throughout the State.

Mr. Cramer reported that the proposed Amendment One would increase the maximum total cumulative fee from $500,000 to $700,000.  The contract expiration remains April 7, 2010.  Public Works requests the increase in value to assure its ability to provide engineering services when needed, using task letters until a new series on on-calls is executed.  Amendment One also modifies clauses concerning indemnification, non-discrimination, record keeping, and the state’s right to inspect records.  The following contract balances remain on these contracts: #0016:  $99,000; #0017:  $42,500; #0018:  $63,950; #0019:  $171,025; and #0020:  $10,900.
Mr. Cramer requested that Public Works supply additional information concerning the awarding contracts through this on-call amendment process instead of through a competitive bidding process.  He also requested additional information concerning how the task letters would be funded.  A representative from Public Works will attend the Board’s next meeting to provide additional information.

Ms. Musumeci explained that Task Letter #3A authorizes the Consultant, Marsh USA, Inc., to continue a review of change order proposals submitted in connection Project. No. BI-RT-829, Henry Abbot Regional Vocational-Technical School.  The consultant will (1) review change order proposals as specified; (2) conduct audit meetings with the contractor and sub-contractors; and (4) present final recommendations to Public Works and the Office of the Attorney General.  The Task Letter recites the hourly rates.  This is a continuation of the work begun under Task Letter #3, and the cumulative total for #3 and #3A is $170,000.  Mr. Cramer recommended approval of the subject Task Letter #3A.
The Board took the following votes in Open Session:
PRB FILE #09-240, #09-241 & #09-242; PRB FILE #09-250 and #09-251  – Mr. Cramer moved and Ms. Musumeci seconded a motion to suspend consideration of these proposals until Public Works supplies additional information about the decision to amend the on-call contracts instead of awarding the tasks based on a competitive bidding process, and on the availability of funds for work to be accomplished under the subject on-call contracts.  The motion passed unanimously.

PRB FILE #09-259 – Mr. Cramer moved and Ms. Musumeci seconded a motion to approve PRB File #09-259.  The motion passed unanimously.
