Mr. Dillon reported that Amendment One to the Construction Administrator’s contract was for a fixed fee of $143,325.  The Amendment would authorize A/Z Corporation to engage the services of R. G. Vanderweil Engineers, LLP, of Boston (RGV), to perform the commissioning services and responsibilities during construction of the new Public Health Laboratory.

Mr. Dillon said that the Amendment was tabled at the Board’s October 12, 2010 meeting in order to allow the Department of Public Works (DPW) to provide additional information regarding this proposal and competing proposals submitted to the Architect from subconsultants for commissioning services.  On October 14, 2010, Mr. Dillon met with the project manager and DPW’s staff attorney, after which two issues remained:

1. 
A competing proposal from BVH Integrated Services included assistance in the development of a preventative maintenance plan, an item not included in the scope of work provided by 
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      RGV.   DPW responded that they would discuss with A/Z Corporation the necessity for the  

         preventative maintenance plan.
2. 
Section 16a-38k-3(a) of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies states that “the commissioning agent shall not be an employee of the architectural, engineering or construction firm that implements the project…”.  Amendment One as proposed authorizes the Construction Administrator A/Z Corporation to contract with RGV for commissioning services.  The Board’s review has confirmed that RGV is under contract with the lead Architect, Flad & Associates, Inc., and therefore, according to the referenced regulation, RGV is not eligible to be the Commissioning Agent during construction of the Public Health State Laboratory Building.

PRB FILE #10-271  –  Mr. Pepe moved and Mr. Norman seconded a motion to approve PRB File #10-271, with the comment that prior to the execution of any future Construction Administration contract with this firm, the Department of Public Works will provide the Board confirmation that Gar-San Corporation has a “LEED Accredited Professional” as part of its primary project team.  The motion passed unanimously.

PRB FILE #10-274  – Mr. Norman moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to reject PRB File #10-274  because  the contract Amendment One does not comply with the requirements of Section 16a-38k-3(a) of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.  The motion passed unanimously.
