Chairman Greenberg called the meeting to order.

Mr. Pepe moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to enter into Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

OPEN SESSION  

ACCEPTANCE OF MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 18, 2008.  Mr. Cramer moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to accept the minutes of September 18, 2008.  The motion passed unanimously.
COMMUNICATIONS
Governor M. Jodi Rell Deficit Mitigation Plan for Fiscal Year 2008-2009.  Mr. Babiarz provided the Board with a copy of Governor Rell’s Deficit Mitigation Plan for Fiscal Year 2008-2009, dated October 21, 2008, wherein the Board’s budget for Other Expenses has been decreased by an additional $8,000 or 4.45%.  He said that the Office of Policy and Management (OPM) confirmed that the Board’s reduction is $8,000 and the maximum allotment for Other Expenses is $171,782 for the current fiscal year.

Mr. Babiarz said that given the above, he has proposed the following Other Expenses account decreases for Board consideration:
 Account #53720, IT Data Services - <$5,729>

 Accounts #51540, Board Fees & #51800 Non-Employee Reimbursements (Board mileage) - <$2,271>

He said that due to the fact that the Department of Information Technology (DOIT) does not have the resources available to provide IT support to this Agency, the $5,729 is not anticipated to be expended.
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Mr. Babiarz provided the Board with a memorandum, dated October 21, 2008, outlining his recommendations for the $8,000 reduction.  Attached to the memorandum is a spreadsheet with an estimate of the number of farms the Department of Agriculture anticipates to submit to the Board during the current fiscal year and the estimated Board member fees and mileage (See Attachment A).  Therefore he recommends, if necessary, limiting only two of the twelve farm inspections to one Board member only.  The number of farms inspected by only one Board member can be adjusted periodically based on actual cost experience.  Mr. Cramer commented that as a practical matter, he believes that at least two members should attend a farm inspection.  Mr. Babiarz agreed and noted that the proposal was sufficiently flexible to accommodate such adjustments.
Agency Regulations and Amendments.  Mr. Babiarz advised the Board that he received an e-mail from the Office of Policy and Management (OPM) announcing that Jeffrey Beckham, OPM’s Undersecretary for Legislative Affairs has assumed the responsibility for the review and approval of proposed agency regulations and amendments.

Ms. Goodhouse reported that the subject proposal is to transfer custody and control of 33,165+/- sq. ft. of land improved with a six-room, 1,515 sq. ft. single-family dwelling in Middlefield to the Connecticut Department of Economic and Community Development (DECD).  She said that DECD intends to convey title to the subject property to the Middlesex Area Habitat for Humanity which will rehabilitate the structure and sell it to an eligible buyer to serve as low or moderate income housing.
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Ms. Goodhouse said that DOT will receive no monetary consideration from DECD to affect this transfer of State-owned property.  Under C.G.S., Section 13a-80, no appraisal is necessary for transfer of real estate from DOT to other State agencies.  She said that DOT confirmed that no federal funds were used to acquire this property for a highway construction project, therefore DOT is not required to receive fair market value under the Federal regulations.  The subject premises were acquired by DOT as two parcels, each improved with a single-family house.  The subject is what remains after completion of the reconstruction of the Route 66 project.
Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the subject property will be transferred subject to a slope easement.  All rights of access are denied along the frontage from Route 66 to and opposite Station 5 + 040 along Ballfall Road, as noted on the release map.  The property is also subject to a driveway right-of-way benefiting the abutters to the east.

Based upon her review, Ms. Goodhouse recommends Board approval of this proposal.

Mr. Cramer reported that the subject Commission Letter, for a fee not-to-exceed $34,639, is to compensate SEA Consultants, Inc. for the following:
The General Contractor (GC), Kronenberger & Sons Restoration, Inc., failed to meet the project schedule and also, failed to install parapet cap stones in accordance with contract documents.  The GC’s contract was for a term of 273 calendar days starting March 20, 2006 and ending December 18, 2006.  SEA Consultants, Inc. (SEA) was responsible for providing Construction Administration (CA) services for 110% of the construction period, or 300 
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calendar days ending January 14, 2007.  Substantial completion occurred on May 15, 2007; an overrun of 120 calendar days relative to the CA Contract.  Given the above, SEA provided CA services beyond its contractual obligation for which remuneration is payable.
Based upon his review, Mr. Cramer recommended Board approval of Commission Letter #6.
