Mr. Dillon reported on this item concerns the new science building at WCSU, which is a 3-story, 122,000± GSF facility designed for LEED Silver certification. It contains state-of-art laboratories, classrooms, astronomy observatory, weather station, greenhouse, classrooms, lecture halls, faculty & administrative spaces. Groundbreaking occurred in September 2003 with completion before the commencement of the 2007 semester. 

Mr. Dillon said that Commission Letter #8 will revise Fletcher-Thompson’s total architect’s fee from $2,923,618 to $2,972,518, an increase of $48,900, for the following changes to project scope.

Mr. Dillon noted that DPW has informed SPRB that this lump sum fee request is the result of significant negotiations between the Architect and the State that commenced in 2006, and DPW has succeeded in reducing the fee requested in 2006 by almost $50,000.  However, Mr. Dillon said that questions remain specifically, SPRB had identified questions related to the additional fee requested by the Architect and the role of the CA during the change order and punchlist process. 
Mr. Norman concurred with a staff recommendation that the Board suspend consideration of PRB #10-286 until the Board is provided with additional information on services that were rendered by the Architect which relate to the contract obligations of the Construction Administrator.

Mr. Dillon noted that funds are available for the commission letter, and that in contrast to a maximum DPW Guideline rate of 10.0% for this Group C project, the Architect’s base fee is estimated to be 7.68% of Construction Budget.
Mr. Josephy moved and Mr. Norman seconded a motion to go out of Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

process for the "turnkey" installation of Fuel Cells at the four CSUS campuses 


by developing a Procurement Document (RFP), Bidding Phase support and 


Evaluation Phase support.
Mr. Dillon explained that Task Letter #4 in the amount of $118,700 will provide consulting services for the installation of appropriately sized fuel cells which shall be utilized to provide electrical power and heat at four Connecticut State University Campuses.  Under this task letter Fuss & O’Neill, Inc. shall provide consulting services to DPW to develop a functional bid specification for the “turn-key” installation of fuel cells at these sites. 
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The “on-call” contract with Fuss & O’Neill for $300,000 was issued in 2009 and will expire July 30, 2011. After this task letter, the contract has a balance of $74,800.  Funds were authorized under PA 01-9, June Special Session, for energy conservation in State buildings and DPW has indicated that the funds are available for this task. The consultant has provided a gift and campaign contribution affidavit as required by PA 07-1.
Mr. Dillon said that the consultant has provided DPW a detailed proposal describing its understanding of the project and has developed their proposal consistent with CHP Project Development Handbook created by the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).  The Combined Heat and Power (CHP) process has been identified by the EPA as systems that can be 60% to 80% more efficient than fossil fuel and as such will provide the following benefits:  (1) reduced fossil fuel emissions; (2) lower operating costs; (3) reduced pollutant air emissions; (4) reduced greenhouse gas emissions; (5) increased reliability and power control; and (6) reduced grid congestion.  EPA estimates that to date over 80,000 MW of CHP capacity has been installed in the United States.  CHP is also known as “co-generation” and is considered a clean efficient approach to generating electricity and thermal energy from a single fuel source.  Inherently this becomes an energy efficiency measure.

The Fuss & O’Neill proposal segregates the process down into the following five phases as follows:

1. Feasibility Analysis – Completed by DPW
2. Procurement RFP Support- Scope of FO Task Letter #4- ($55,400)
3. Bidding Phase Support - Scope of FO Task Letter #4 – ($20,000)

4. Bid Evaluation Support - Scope of FO Task Letter #4 – ($43,300)
5. Construction Phase Administration – Not Included in this Task Letter
6. Coordination of Application for Tax Credits - Not Included in this Task Letter
The Board concurred with the staff recommendation to approve Task Letter #4 with Fuss & O’Neill, Inc. for the development of procurement documents and professional consulting needed to install fuel cells at the four (4) State university campuses.

OTHER BUSINESS, REAL ESTATE/ARCHITECT-ENGINEER
The Board took the following votes in Open Session:
PRB FILE #10-286 – Mr. Norman moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to suspend PRB File #10-286 for additional information concerning the Architect’s contract and contractual obligations.  The motion passed unanimously.
PRB FILE #10-290  –  Mr. Norman moved and Mr. Pepe seconded a motion to approve PRB File #10-290 with the following note:
The Board understands that the subject Contract has a total fixed fee of $924,990.00.  Any increase in this fee must be approved by the Board. The State Bond Commission has approved $794,500 in funding for this project.  It is the understanding of the Board that the Architect will not proceed with “extended CA services” valued at $299,990 unless instructed 
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by DPW and until funding has been approved by the State Bond Commission.  DPW will notify the Board once additional funding has been approved for such services.

The motion passed unanimously.
PRB FILE #10-302 – Mr. Norman moved and Mr. Josephy seconded a motion to approve PRB File #10-302.  The motion passed unanimously.
