Pursuant to Section 2 of Special Act 07-11, Ms. Goodhouse recommended Board approval to Quitclaim 2.40+/- acres of vacant land to the Town of Milford for open space purposes only.  As cited in the Act, the conveyance to the town shall be made at a cost equal to the administrative costs of making such conveyance, which is $1,000.00.  Ms. Goodhouse noted that the property reverts to the State if the town does not use said parcel for said purposes; does not retain ownership of all of said parcel; or leases all or any portion of said parcel. 
Ms. Goodhouse indicated that the subject is an irregular shaped parcel of vacant land situated along the non-access highway line of U.S. Route 1, Boston Post Road.  Along Roses Mill Road, the parcel has 35 feet of frontage with rights of access denied, and an additional 240 feet of usable frontage.  She said that the Department of Transportation is maintaining an easement to drain and maintain drainage structures, and an easement for existing utilities.
Mr. Greenberg moved and Mr. Cramer seconded a motion to go out of Open Session.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Cramer reported that subject Second Amendment will increase the Architect’s total fee from $2,600,663 to $2,794,313.  The $193,650 increase compensates the Architect for the following additions to project scope:
Architect’s FF&E Services ($181,000)
· Compile FF&E lists from school officials

· Prepare FF&E budgets and cost reports

· Prepare FF&E plans within 90 calendar days after receipt of the approved Amendment

· Inventory existing FF&E within 30 days (excludes industrial arts and specialty equipment)

· Evaluate and select existing furniture to be reused within 60 days after receipt of the approved Amendment

· Prepare and maintain room-by-room list of new furniture within 90 days after receipt of the approved Amendment
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· Prepare revised contract drawings to reflect MEP changes with the design team engineer (Kohler Ronan) within 90 calendar days
