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GENERAL DISCUSSION ON CORRESPONDENCE RECEIVED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS, DATED OCTOBER 29, 2010, REGARDING PROJECT BI-2B-179/ CONTRACT NO. BI-2B-179-CAc.  

Messrs. Cassidy and Tovey and Attorney Avery met with the Board to discuss the reasons the Board rejected PRB #10-274, a contract amendment to compensate the Construction Administrator for commissioning services during construction of the new Department of Public Health Laboratory, in Rocky Hill.  Subsequent to the Board’s rejection of the contract amendment, Public Works supplied the Board with information concerning the applicability of Section 16a-38k-3(a) of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.  The regulation applies to projects that receive all of their State Bond Commission funding subsequent to January 1, 2008.  DPW has now informed SPRB that funding for the Public Health Laboratory commenced before this date.  Public Works would like the Board to reconsider the proposed amendment.  A general discussion followed concerning, DPW’s opinion on the use of such firm, potential conflicts and subsequent cost impacts that may arise if the commissioning agent is a member of the firm that designed the mechanical systems.  In addition DPW and the Board discussed various opinions related to the proposals and scopes submitted to DPW by the Construction Administrator for this service.
Attorney Avery and Messrs. Cassidy and Tovey left the meeting at 11:17 a.m.
